Corrigendum

1. Paragraph 2 should read:  "The Meeting of the Parties adopted three further adjustments,
 relating to control and gradual phase-out of production by developed countries of chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs), halons, other fully halogenated CFCs and methyl bromide (Annex A, B and E substances) for basic domestic needs of developing countries.  The Meeting of the Parties also amended the Protocol
 by adopting new controls to freeze the production of hydrofluorocarbons (HCFCs).
  Under the Protocol, consumption of HCFCs is to be phased out in developed countries by 2030 and in developing countries by 2040.  The Beijing Amendment to the Protocol will also ban trade in HCFCs with countries that have not yet ratified the Copenhagen Amendment (1992),
 which introduced the HCFC consumption phase-out.

2. The first sentence of paragraph 3 should read:  "The Beijing Amendment requires […]."
