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Communication from the Kyrgyz Republic

I. BACKGROUND INFORMATION ON THE AGREEMENT

This Agreement was concluded with the purpose of developing mutual economic cooperation between the countries of the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS), following the re‑establishment of their independence.  This Agreement is intended to remove barriers for moving products within the CIS countries.  

1. Membership and Dates of Signature, Ratification and Entry into Force

The Parties to the Agreement are the countries of the Commonwealth of Independent States:  the Republic of Azerbaijan, Republic of Armenia, Republic of Belarus, Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, Republic of Moldova, the Russian Federation, Republic of Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Republic of Uzbekistan, Ukraine, and the Republic of Georgia. 

The Agreement was signed on 15 April 1994 by all the Parties to the Agreement.

The Agreement is provisionally applied from the date of signature awaiting the domestic procedures to be fulfilled and notified.  For Moldova, Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan it became effective on 30 December 1994; for the Kyrgyz Republic it became effective from 28 December 1995; for Azerbaijan on 18 December 1996 and for Tajikistan on 7 May 1997.  With respect to the rest of the Contracting Parties, the Agreement continues to be applied provisionally.


The Kyrgyz Republic notified the WTO Committee on Regional Trade Agreements of the Agreement along with the Protocol on Amendments and Supplements thereto on 29 June 1999.  The text of the Agreement was circulated in document WT/REG82/1. 


The Protocol on Amendments and Supplements to the Agreement on the Creation of a Free‑Trade Area was signed on 2 April 1999.  This Protocol shall come into force from the day on which the third notification on the fulfilment by the signatory Contracting Parties of all necessary domestic procedures is submitted to a depository for storage.  For the Contracting Parties having fulfilled necessary procedures later, this Protocol shall come into force on the day on which relevant documents are submitted to the depository.  This Protocol came into force on 24 November 1999 for Belarus, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan, and for the Kyrgyz Republic it became effective on 1 February 2000.  The Protocol provides for further steps in the creation of a free-trade area and sets details of the free trade area regime.

2.
Type of Agreement


The Agreement creates a free-trade area within the meaning of Article XXIV:8(b) of GATT 1994.  It provides for the elimination of customs duties, taxes and charges which are of equivalent effect, and quantitative restrictions on substantially all the trade between the Parties.

3.
Scope


Products covered by the Agreement are goods originating from the customs territory of a Contracting Party and intended for the customs territory of other Contracting Parties.  The common list of exceptions to the free-trade regime was to be agreed by the Parties.  However, it was never done.  According to Article 3.3 of the Agreement, bilateral free-trade agreements and related protocols on exceptions are applied while awaiting the common list of exceptions to be agreed by the Contracting Parties.  The following bilateral free-trade agreements of the Kyrgyz Republic were notified to the WTO:  with the Republic of Moldova of 26 May 1995, the Ukraine of 26 May 995, the Russian Federation of 8 October 1992, the Republic of Kazakhstan of 22 June 1995 and with Uzbekistan of 24 December 1996.
  Further, a bilateral free-trade agreement exists with the Republic of Armenia, signed on 4 July 1994.

The Kyrgyz Republic has not signed bilateral free-trade agreements and related protocols with: the Republic of Azerbaijan, Republic of Belarus, Republic of Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and the Republic of Georgia.  Therefore, it has no exceptions to the free trade regime with the abovementioned Parties to the Agreement.


Although the bilateral free trade agreements of the Kyrgyz Republic with Moldova and Ukraine provide for exceptions to be set under separate protocols, such protocols have not been signed yet.  Thus, currently there are no exceptions to the free trade regime in trade with these countries.


Article 1 of the Protocol on Exceptions to the Free Trade Regime with Armenia leaves with the Parties the specification of exceptions in their internal regulations.  The Kyrgyz Republic has not established exceptions to the Free Trade Agreement with Armenia.  


There have been a number of annual protocols of exceptions to the bilateral free trade agreement with Kazakhstan.  The last Protocol of Exceptions to the Free Trade Regime was signed on 21 January 2000.  All of the Protocols provided for the free trade regime without exceptions and restrictions.  

According to the Protocol of Exceptions to the Free Trade Regime with the Russian Federation of 12 July 1994, goods subject to export tariffs and licensing are excluded from the Free Trade Agreement with Russia.  


The Protocol of Exceptions to the Free Trade Regime with Uzbekistan was signed on 24 December 1996.  The exceptions cover goods subject to export tariff, export and import licensing, and quotas.  


There are no import and export quotas currently in place in the Kyrgyz Republic.  Although the Protocols call them exceptions, the import and export licensing requirements are permitted under the relevant provisions of GATT 1994.  Therefore, according to Article XXIV:8(b) trade in these goods is not excluded from the trade data for the purposes of calculating the trade coverage.  


In 1999, for the period 1 July till 1 December, the Kyrgyz Republic introduced seasonal duties on the export of grain (1001) and flour (1101.00).
  In 1999, trade in these products covered 1.2 per cent of total trade of the Kyrgyz Republic with the CIS countries.  Since these duties are no longer in force, that creates a situation where currently there are no restrictions applied by the Kyrgyz Republic in trade with any Party to the Agreement.  Furthermore, according to the Protocol on Amendments and Supplements to the Agreement on the Creation of a Free Trade Area, the Parties to the Agreement have agreed not to introduce new quantitative and tariff restrictions on imports and/or exports in trade between them.  Within twelve months starting from the date of entry into force of the Protocol, the Parties shall enter into bilateral arrangements on phasing out existing restrictions in trade between them.  Thus, the Protocol leads to the creation of a free trade area with no exceptions.   

4.
Trade Data


Despite the efforts to remove barriers in trade with the CIS countries by creating a free‑trade area, trade of the Kyrgyz Republic with these countries continued to decline significantly.  At the same time, due to liberal trade and exchange systems of the Kyrgyz Republic, the Agreement did not have a diverting effect on trade with non-CIS countries.  As the table below indicates, since the Agreement has become effective for the Kyrgyz Republic, trade with the CIS countries has dropped by 50.3 per cent, whereas, trade with non-CIS countries has increased by 32 per cent.     
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Consolidated data on intra-trade with the Parties to the Agreement and its breakdown by individual countries are represented in Annex II. 

II. TRADE  PROVISIONS

1.
Import Restrictions


1.1 
Duties and charges


The Contracting Parties will not directly or indirectly impose taxes and fiscal levies on goods originating from the customs territory of other Contracting Parties in the amount exceeding their level for the national goods.  The imported goods shall be granted a treatment no less favorable than that granted to similar domestic goods in terms of all laws, rules and requirements that affect their sale in the domestic market, offer for sale, purchase, transportation, distribution or use.


Currently, the Kyrgyz Republic applies no customs duties, tariff quotas and charges having an equivalent effect to customs and fiscal duties to imports from the territories of all the Parties to the Agreement.  According to the changes to the Agreement introduced by the Protocol of 2 April 1999, no restrictions will remain in effect after the Agreement is fully implemented.

1.2
Quantitative restrictions


Currently, there are no quantitative restrictions on imports from the territories of all the Parties to the Agreement applied by the Kyrgyz Republic.  According to the changes to the Agreement introduced by the Protocol of 2 April 1999, no quantitative restrictions will remain in effect after the Agreement is fully implemented. 

2.
Export Restrictions


2.1
Duties and charges


Currently, the Kyrgyz Republic applies no customs duties, tariff quotas and charges having an equivalent effect to customs and fiscal duties to exports to the territories of all the Parties to the Agreement.  According to the changes to the Agreement introduced by the Protocol of 2 April 1999, no restrictions will remain in effect after the Agreement is fully implemented.


2.2 
Quantitative restrictions


Currently, there are no quantitative restrictions on exports to the territories of all the Parties to the Agreement applied by the Kyrgyz Republic.  According to the changes to the Agreement introduced by the Protocol of 2 April 1999, no quantitative restrictions will remain in effect after the Agreement is fully implemented. 

3.
Rules of Origin


The country of origin of a commodity in trade between the CIS countries is determined in accordance with the Rules of Determining a Country of Origin of Goods which are integral part of the Agreement (hereinafter referred to as the Rules).
  The Rules were signed by the Parties to the Agreement on 24 September 1993.  The country of origin of a product is considered the CIS country, where the product was wholly produced or subject to substantial transformation.  The Rules provide for a list of goods which are considered wholly produced.  Substantial transformation may be manifested through (i) an ad valorem portion, (ii) a list of production or technological processes, and (iii) changes of tariff headings.  The list of production or technological processes is still being negotiated among the Parties to the Agreement.  In cases where there are no criteria specified with respect to a particular product, the general criterion of changes in tariff heading is applied.  A product is considered substantially transformed if its tariff classification has changed at any of the first four digits with a list of exceptions.  Such exceptions are being developed and may contain a list of production or technological operations which, though results a change in tariff line, are not considered a sign of substantial transformation, or are considered such only if certain conditions are followed.  It may also contain a list of production or technological operations which, though do not cause a change in tariff line, are considered a sign of substantial transformation, provided that certain conditions are followed.  

The Rules provide for a possibility of using a cumulative principle of origin when applying the criterion of substantial transformation.  The cumulative principle can be used with respect to the CIS countries.  However, the Rules do not contain detailed provisions regarding cumulation. 

4.
Standards


With respect to technical and quality requirements each Party to the Agreement applies national and most favoured nation treatment to imports, which originate from the customs territory of any Contracting Party to the Agreement.  The Agreement does not provide for common standards or mutual recognition of certificates, but admits the right of the Parties to enter into such agreements.  The Agreement generally calls for the exchange of information and cooperation in the area of standardization and certification with a view to eliminate technical barriers and other special requirements (restrictions) in trade.  However, according to the separate Agreement on the Uniform Policy on Standardization, Metrology and Certification, which was executed by all the CIS countries, the Kyrgyz Republic accepts certificates issued by any accredited institution of Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Moldova, the Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan.

On 20 June 2000 the Parties to the Agreement signed the Agreement on Technical Barriers Within the Free-Trade Area.  As explicitly stated in its Preamble its provisions are based on the principles of the WTO Agreements and specifically there of the TBT Agreement.  The Parties will use international standards, or draft international standards if their completion is imminent, as a basis for developing their technical regulations, except where such international standards would be ineffective or inappropriate.  In order to avoid duplication, if one of the Parties officially publishes information concerning the beginning of work on developing technical regulations or standards, other Parties to the Agreement would not develop analogous technical regulations or standards.  Such a Party shall provide an opportunity for other Parties to participate in developing the technical regulations or standards.  

5.
Safeguards &

6.
Anti-Dumping and Countervailing Measures


Article 13 of the Agreement permits the application of non-discriminatory measures between the Parties in case of balance-of-payment difficulties.  There is no specific safeguard provision related to agriculture.


Safeguard, anti-dumping and countervailing provisions of the Agreement are generally patterned after the WTO Agreements on Safeguards, Anti-dumping, and Subsidies and Countervailing Measures.  Article 13(a) of the Agreement establishes general principles of applying the measures, while specific details are left to the Parties for regulation in their internal legislation.  The Kyrgyz laws on Safeguards, Anti-dumping, Subsidies and Countervailing Measures were submitted to the WTO Secretariat for review.  


Special trade measures can be introduced in the form of quantitative import restrictions or in the form of special import duties, anti-dumping and countervailing duties for a period necessary for removing damage or threat of damage, in accordance with the provisions of Article 13(a) of the Agreement, and/or the national legislation of the Kyrgyz Republic.  A special trade measure may be introduced after holding consultations between the interested Contracting Parties.  A Party to the Agreement seeking to apply a restriction shall inform the interested Contracting Parties of this in writing and shall provide materials proving damage or threat of damage caused by imports not later than 30 days prior to the introduction of the measure, following which consultations are to be held.  


According to Article 13(a)(6) of the Agreement, nothing in the Article prevents the Parties from taking safeguard, anti-dumping and countervailing measures according to the international rules and/or the national legislation of a Contracting Party.  


The Agreement does not preclude the Parties from taking non-discriminatory actions in case of balance-of-payments difficulties according to international practices. 

7.
Subsidies and State-Aid


The Contracting Parties have agreed not to provide export and other subsidies to the enterprises located on their territories if, as a result of providing such subsidies, terms and conditions of fair competition are violated.  Any Party determining that practices of applying subsidies are in such violation, may take measures according to Article 13(a) of the Agreement.  The Committee shall oversee subsidies other than state export promotion activities and shall develop rules of their application based on international practices.  Such rules are not developed yet.  

8.
Sector-Specific Provisions


The Agreement does not contain specific provisions applicable to intra-trade in individual sectors.

9.
Other


The Agreement between the Governments on the Procedures of Customs Clearance and Customs Control Over the Goods Transferred between the Member States to the Free-Trade Area Agreement was signed on 8 October 1999.  The unification and simplification of customs procedures for goods originating from the territories of the CIS countries and establishment of the simplified procedure of customs clearance and customs control of goods transferred between the Parties provided in this Agreement mean:  unified forms of cargo customs declaration, passenger customs declaration; rules of customs clearance of goods and means of transportation.  It also includes the mutual recognition of customs clearance and control-related documents.  The Kyrgyz Republic has not yet finalized internal procedures necessary for this Agreement to become effective.


The Agreement does not contain specific provisions relating to the treatment of products from free trade zones established in any of the Parties to the Agreement.  The Agreement applies to the customs territories of the Parties as defined in their internal legislation.  According to the Kyrgyz Law on Free Economic Zones of 16 December 1992, such zones are outside the Kyrgyz customs territory, therefore the Agreement does not apply to the goods originating from the Kyrgyz free economic zones.  

III. GENERAL PROVISIONS OF THE AGREEMENT

1.
Exceptions and Reservations


1.1
General exceptions 


The Agreement does not preclude the use of measures related to the following:


-
protection of public moral and order;


-
protection of life and health of people; 


-
protection of animals and plants;


-
protection of environment;


-
protection of artistic, archeological and historical values which are the national treasure /property;


-
protection of industrial and intellectual property;


-
trade in gold, silver or other precious metals and stones;


-
preservation of exhaustible natural resources;


-
limitations of products export if domestic prices for them are lower than the world prices as a result of the implementation of State support programs;


-
upsetting of balance of payments;


1.2
Security exceptions


The Agreement does not preclude the use of measures related to the following:


-
ensuring national security, including the prevention of leakage of confidential information which is a State’s secret;


-
trade in weapons, military equipment and ammunitions, and rendering military services, transfer of technologies and rendering services for the production of arms and military equipment and for other military purposes;


-
delivery of fissionable materials and sources of radio-active substances, utilization of radio-active wastes;


-
measures applied in war time or under other extraordinary circumstances in international relations;


-
actions for the fulfillment of obligations on the basis of the UNO’s Charter to preserve the international peace and safety.  


According to Article 22:2 reservations to this Agreement are not permitted.

2.
Accession


Before the Protocol on Amendments and Supplements of 2 April 1999 was signed, only the CIS countries were allowed to join the Agreement.  Currently the Agreement is open to join for any country which recognizes the provisions of the Agreement effective on the moment of joining and expresses its readiness to fulfill them in full (Article 24).  The joining is executed according to the conditions and procedures defined under a separate agreement with a joining country and is subject to approval by all the Contracting Parties to the Agreement.  

3.
Dispute Settlement Procedures


A two-stage dispute settlement mechanism is provided under the Agreement.  During the first two-month stage the Parties shall hold consultations seeking for the mutual solution of a dispute.  If the agreement was not reached at the first stage, the matter may be referred to a special procedure recommended by the Inter-State Economic Committee by creating a working party for developing recommendations.  If the agreement is not reached at both stages, the Party, which has applied for holding consultations, has the right to withdraw its obligations under the Agreement with respect to the equivalent volume of trade or take other measures it considers necessary to protect the national economy from damage.


Amendments of 2 April 1999, inter alia, touched upon the dispute settlement procedures under the Agreement.  New provisions of the Agreement do not preclude the Parties from settling disputes according to the procedures provided by international law.

4.
Relation with Other Trade Agreements 


The Agreement does not establish any specific relation with other bilateral, plurilateral and/or multilateral trade agreements.  Nothing in the Agreement precludes any of the Contracting Parties from fulfilling the obligations taken in compliance with any other international agreement to which this Contracting Party is a signatory or may be a signatory, provided these obligations do not contradict the provisions and objectives of this Agreement.  


As mentioned in the Preamble of the Agreement, the creation of a free trade area is seen as a step towards establishing an economic union according to the Agreement on the Creation of an Economic Union of 24 September 1993.  


Where the meaning of terms is not specifically determined in the Agreement or by any other agreement between the Contracting Parties, the Contracting Parties shall, in their interpretation, be guided by the provisions of the Vienna Convention on the Law of International Treaties of 1969, and the GATT/WTO Agreement. 

5.
Institutional Framework


The Inter-State Economic Committee of the Economic Union was created according to the CIS Agreement on the Creation of an Economic Union of 24 September 1993.  The Committee shall also supervise the course of the implementation of the CIS Free Trade Agreement.  The Committee acts on a regular basis and is responsible for the development of proposals on trade and economic cooperation, and coordination of economic policy for the objectives of the Agreement.  The Committee consists of Presidium and Collegium.  Presidium, which consists of vice-prime ministers of the Parties, is the highest body of the Committee and meets whenever necessary, but not less than once in three months.  Between the meetings of the Presidium, Collegium shall act as its permanent executive body.  The Collegium consists of the Parties’ representatives.  

IV. OTHER


Other provisions of the Agreement refer to the following:


-
Internal Taxation:  no internal taxes and charges are applied by the Parties, which directly or indirectly imply discrimination against the products of the other Party.


-
Storage, reloading, warehousing, transportation, payments and transfer of payments:  no measures discriminating the products of other Party are applied.


-
Issues related to re-exportation shall be regulated by the Agreement On Re‑exportation of Goods and Issuance of Permissions for Re-export, of 15 April 1994.  According to this Agreement, the re-export by either Party to third countries of goods originating from the territory of the other Party on which the latter applies tariff and/or non-tariff measures or grants foreign trade preferences upon exportation from its territory requires a written permission of the country of origin. 


-
The obligation to prohibit unfair business practices, including but not limited to certain practices relating use by certain enterprises of their dominant position, intending to limit competition in the territories of the Parties to the Agreement;


-
The Agreement also contains general provisions expressing intentions of the  Parties to develop a services market within the territory of the Parties to the Agreement.  


-
Freedom of transit.  The conditions of transit including tariffs on transportation by any modes of transport and rendering services are to be determined by a separate agreement.  The Agreement On Procedures of Transit Through the Territories of the Member Countries of the Commonwealth of Independent States was signed on 4 June 1999 by the Governments of the Republic of Azerbaijan, Republic of Armenia, Republic of Belarus, Republic of Georgia, Republic of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Republic of Moldova, Russian Federation, Republic of Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Republic of Uzbekistan and the Ukraine.
