The following submission, dated 12 August 2011, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of the United States.  The revised notification concerns domestic support commitments (Table DS:1 and the relevant Supporting Tables) for the marketing year 2008.

Revisions include new entries under 'General Services - Risk Management Agency' in Supporting Table DS:1 and a revision to Crop and revenue insurance in Supporting Table DS:9 to reflect a revised method for reporting expenditures for crop insurance.  In addition several changes were made to correct errors or to reflect new information on payments attributable to marketing year 2008.  For Supporting Table DS:6 these include correction of a clerical error for Livestock Indemnity Payments and the addition of Emergency Livestock Assistance, Livestock Forage Payments and Poultry Growers Loss Payments.  For Supporting Table DS:9 these include addition of expenditures under the Supplemental Crop Revenue Assurance program and removal of expenditures under the Biomass Crop Assistance Program which have been more correctly attributed to fiscal year 2009.

Wages and salaries and administrative expenses were excluded except where such outlays reflect the level of services provided to agriculture.

2/ In providing technical assistance, USDA agencies explain and determine eligibility for conservation programs, help develop individual conservation plans, help install approved practices, provide  information and educational assistance, and consult with universities and other government agencies.  The Farm Service Agency data relate only to participation in the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP). 

3/ Includes $350 million for pest and disease management programs.
4/ Data on state outlays for agriculture are not yet available in the Census of Governments for FY2008 due to a lag in reporting.  New data will become available in late 2010.

Data also include budget outlays for recognized losses on FmHA loan guarantees.  Farm Credit System (FCS) programs are not included because loans are not subsidized. Also, the FCS interest rates are greater than commercial rates, after adjusting announced rates for the mandatory stock purchase requirement paid by borrowers without compensation.
