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REPORT (2003) OF THE COMMITTEE ON

SUBSIDIES AND COUNTERVAILING MEASURES

I. ORGANIzATION OF THE WORK OF THE COMMITTEe

1. This Report covers the period since the Committee's last annual report (G/L/585), that is, 2 November 2002-29 October 2003 (hereinafter "the review period").  During the review period, the Committee held two regular meetings and three special meetings.  The first regular meeting was held on 8 May 2003 (G/SCM/M/46) and the second was held on 28-29 October 2003 (G/SCM/M/48).  Special meetings were held on (i) 8 and 22 November and 13 December 2002 (continuing the suspended special meeting begun on 31 October 2002) (G/SCM/M/44); (ii) 13 and 19 December 2002 (G/SCM/M/45); and (iii) 27 October 2003 (G/SCM/M/47).  Pursuant to the Committee’s decisions at its regular meeting in October 1998, the OECD and the ACP Group were invited on an ad hoc basis to attend these meetings. 

2. As of the beginning of the review period, H.E. Mr. Milan Hovorka (Czech Republic) was Chair and Mr. Han Soo Kim (Korea) was Vice Chair.  At its regular meeting in May 2003, the Committee elected Ms. Olga Lozano (Colombia) as Chair, and Mr. Naoshi Hirose (Japan) as Vice Chair, of the Committee.  Pursuant to the Committee's Rules of Procedure, they took office at the end of that meeting.

II. observership – international intergovernmental 
organizations 

3. During the period of review, the requests of Comesa and the Gulf Organization for Industrial Consulting for observership in the Committee remained pending.  These requests are the subject of ongoing consultations among Members.

III. PERMANENT GROUP OF EXPERTS 

4. The Committee is required by Article 24.3 of the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures ("SCM Agreement" or "Agreement") to establish a Permanent Group of Experts ("PGE").  The tasks assigned to the PGE by the Agreement are to provide assistance to a Panel, on request, with regard to whether a measure is a prohibited subsidy; to provide Members with confidential advisory opinions on the nature of any subsidy proposed to be introduced or currently maintained by that Member; and to provide the Committee with advisory opinions on the existence and nature of any subsidy.  As of the beginning of the period under review, the members of the Permanent Group of Experts were: Prof. Okan Aktan; Mr. Jorge Castro-Bernieri; Dr. Marco Bronckers; Professor R.G. Flores Junior; and Mr. Hyung-Jin Kim.  Professor Flores' term as a member of the PGE expired in the spring of 2003.  In addition, Mr. Castro-Bernieri, who was elected to the PGE for the term 2001-2006, resigned upon his appointment to the WTO Secretariat.  Mr. Yuji Iwasawa and Mr. Terence P. Stewart were elected to replace Professor Flores and Mr. Castro-Bernieri to the PGE,  assuming the terms until spring 2008, and spring 2006, respectively. 

IV. NOTIFICATION OF SUBSIDIES

5. 2003 new and full notifications.  In accordance with Article 25.1 of the Agreement and Article XVI:1 of GATT 1994, all Members of the Committee were required to submit a new and full notification of subsidies to the Committee by 30 June 2003.  As of 29 October 2003, 34
 WTO Members had notified subsidies pursuant to Article 25 of the Agreement and Article XVI of GATT 1994.  In addition, 11 Members had notified that they maintain no subsidies notifiable pursuant to these provisions.  These notifications may be found in document series G/SCM/N/95/.... A table indicating the status of 2003 subsidy notifications is reproduced in Annex A to this Report.

6. Pursuant to the procedures agreed at its 8 May 2003 regular meeting, the Committee held a special meeting, on 27 October 2003, to review the 2003 new and full notifications of Guinea; Macao, China; and Switzerland. 

7. 2001 new and full notifications, 1999 and 2000 updating notifications, and 1998 new and full notifications.  Article 25.1 of the Agreement requires that updating notifications were to be submitted by 30 June 1999, and 30 June 2000, and that new and full notifications were to be submitted by 29 June 2001 and 30 June 1998.  As of 29 October 2003, 59
 WTO Members had submitted 2001 new and full notifications pursuant to Article 25 of the Agreement.  In its regular meeting of May 2003, the Committee reviewed the 2001 new and full notifications of Bolivia, Estonia, Grenada, Malawi, Norway and Thailand pursuant to the agreed procedures;  the Committee also reviewed the 2001 new and full notifications of New Zealand as well as documentation received from the United States regarding its 2001 new and full notification,  which had been received too late to be reviewed under the agreed procedures. 
8. In addition, 48 updating notifications for 1999, and 43 updating notifications for 2000 had been received
, as well as 55 new and full notifications for 1998.
  These notifications may be found in document series G/SCM/N/71/…, G/SCM/N/48/…, and G/SCM/N/60/…, and G/SCM/N/38/…, respectively.  At its regular meetings in May and October 2003, the Committee continued its review of 1999 and 2000 updating notifications, and 1998 new and full notifications.  See Annexes B, C and D to this Report for the status of the 2001 new and full notifications, and the 1999 and 2000 updating notifications.  

9. Committee decisions concerning subsidy notifications.  At its regular meeting of 8 May 2003, the Committee adopted procedures for the review of 2003 new and full notifications (G/SCM/M/46, paras. 45-46).  The Committee also took note of the Chair's statement concerning Members' views on the continuation of the existing arrangement concerning the timing and emphasis of notifications (giving maximum priority to submitting new and full notifications every two years, and de-emphasizing the review of annual updating notifications) for a further trial period of two years (G/SCM/M/46, para. 44).  At its October 2003 regular meeting, the Committee adopted, on an ad referendum basis, the revised questionnaire format for subsidy notifications.
 

V. working party on subsidy notifications

10. The Working Party on Subsidy Notifications met on 8 May and 27 October 2003.  The purpose of the Working Party meeting was to continue the discussions on further possible steps to facilitate notification by Members, including possible follow-up on the very successful subsidy notification seminar for capital-based officials held on 29 and 30 October 2002.  The Chair reported on the discussions in the Working Party at the regular May and October 2003 meetings (G/SCM/M/46 and G/SCM/M/48).  

VI. NOTIFICATION AND EXAMINATION OF COUNTERVAILING DUTY LAWS 
AND/OR REGULATIONS  

11. As of 31 October 2003, pursuant to Article 32.6 and in accordance with a decision by the Committee, 96 Members
 had notified the Committee of their domestic countervailing duty legislation or made communications in this respect to the Committee (G/SCM/N/1 and addenda).  35  Members had not, as yet, made notifications under Article 32.6 of the Agreement.  A table indicating the status of these notifications is reproduced in Annex E to this Report. 

12. During the review period, the Committee reviewed the notifications regarding countervailing duty legislation of the following Members: (at the May 2003 regular meeting) Antigua and Barbuda; Argentina; Brazil; China; Costa Rica; Dominican Republic; the European Communities; Grenada; Japan; Lithuania; New Zealand; Nicaragua; Pakistan; Turkey and Zimbabwe.  The notifications of the following Members were on the agenda for review at the October 2003 regular meeting: Armenia; China; Czech Republic; the European Communities; Mexico; Pakistan and Peru.  The meeting was suspended in respect of the review of the legislative notifications of Armenia, Mexico and Peru.  Written questions and answers regarding these notifications may be found in documents of the G/SCM/Q1/… series. 

13. During the review period, pursuant to procedures adopted by the Committee at its joint special meeting with the Committee on Anti-Dumping Practices in April 1996, the Committee also had before it for further review the previously-reviewed legislative notification of China (G/SCM/N/1/CHN/1 & Suppl.1) at the Committee meeting of October 2003.  No previously-reviewed legislative notifications were on the agenda for further review at the Committee meeting of May 2003.

VII. SEMI-ANNUAL REPORTS ON COUNTERVAILING ACTIONS

14. Notifications for 1 July-31 December 2002.  As of 28 October 2003, 6 Members had notified countervailing actions taken during the period 1 July-31 December 2002.  47 Members had notified the Committee that they had not taken any countervailing duty action during this period.  The remaining 76 Members had not submitted a notification.  These semi-annual reports were circulated in document series G/SCM/N/93.  The status of semi-annual reports is set out in Annex  F to this Report.  

15. Notifications for 1 January-30 June 2003.  As of 28 October 2003, 11 Members had notified countervailing actions taken during the period 1 January-30 June 2003.  39 Members had notified the Committee that they had not taken any countervailing action during this period.  81 Members had not submitted a notification.  These semi-annual reports were circulated in document series G/SCM/N/98.  The status of semi-annual reports is set out in Annex  F to this Report.  

16. A table summarizing notifications of new countervailing duty actions taken by Members during the period 1 July 2002-30 June 2003 and measures in force as of 30 June 2003 is reproduced in Annex G to this Report.

VIII. REPORTS ON ALL PRELIMINARY OR FINAL COUNTERVAILING DUTY ACTIONS 

17. Pursuant to Article 25.11 of the Agreement, Members are to report to the Committee without delay all preliminary and final countervailing actions taken.  Guidelines for the information to be contained in these reports are set forth in G/SCM/3.  As of 31 October 2003, reports of preliminary and final countervailing actions had been received during the review period from the European Communities; South Africa; and the United States (G/SCM/N/91, 94, 96-97 and 100-103).  The Committee reviewed the notifications of preliminary and final actions at its regular meetings in May and October 2003. 

IX. TRANSITIONAL REVIEW OF CHINA 

18. During the October 2003 meeting, the Committee undertook the review, as appropriate to its mandate, of the implementation by China of the WTO Agreement and of the related provisions of its Protocol of Accession, as provided for in Paragraph 18 of the Protocol of Accession of the Peoples' Republic of China to the WTO.  The minutes of the meeting reflect the statements of Members (G/SCM/M/48).  The Committee agreed that its report to the Council for Trade in Goods would be prepared by the Chair on her own responsibility, and would take the form of a brief factual report, with references to the documents concerned, and attaching the portion of the minutes of the meeting which relate to the transitional review.

X. constant dollar methodology for graduation from annex 
vii(B) of the agreement 

19. In paragraph 10.1 of the Doha Ministerial Decision on Implementation-Related Issues and Concerns ("Implementation Decision") (document WT/MIN(01)/17, para. 10.1) Ministers:

"Agree[d] that Annex VII(b) to the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures includes the Members that are listed therein until their GNP per capita reaches US $1,000 in constant 1990 dollars for three consecutive years.  This decision will enter into effect upon the adoption by the Committee on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures of an appropriate methodology for calculating constant 1990 dollars.  If, however, the Committee on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures does not reach a consensus agreement on an appropriate methodology by 1 January 2003, the methodology proposed by the Chairman of the Committee set forth in G/SCM/38, Appendix 2 shall be applied.  A Member shall not leave Annex VII(b) so long as its GNP per capita in current dollars has not reached US $1000 based upon the most recent data from the World Bank."

20. Pursuant to this paragraph, as of 1 January 2003, the methodology set forth in document G/SCM/38, Appendix 2, applies.  As foreseen in paragraph 10.1 of the Implementation Decision and in application of the methodology in G/SCM/38, the Secretariat circulated updated calculations in document G/SCM/110.  

XI. Article 27.4 requests for extension of the transition period for 
export subsidies and reservations of rights as members listed 
in annex vii(b)

a.
adoption of decisions granting extensions for 2003 under article 27.4 of the 
agreement of the transition period for the elimination of export subsidies 

21. Pursuant to Article 27.4 of the Agreement, developing country Members subject to the eight-year transition period in Article 27.2(b) for the elimination of export subsidies (which period expired 31 December 2002), had the possibility, not later than 31 December 2001, to enter into consultations with the Committee to seek extension of this transition period, if those Members deemed it necessary to apply such subsidies beyond the eight-year period.

22. Paragraph 10.6 of Implementation Decision states: 



"Having regard to the particular situation of certain developing-country Members, directs the Committee on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures to extend the transition period, under the rubric of Article 27.4 of the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures, for certain export subsidies provided by such Members, pursuant to the procedures set forth in document G/SCM/39.  Furthermore, when considering a request for an extension of the transition period under the rubric of Article 27.4 of the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures, and in order to avoid that Members at similar stages of development and having a similar order of magnitude of share in world trade are treated differently in terms of receiving such extensions for the same eligible programmes and the length of such extensions, directs the Committee to extend the transition period for those developing countries, after taking into account the relative competitiveness in relation to other developing-country Members who have requested extension of the transition period following the procedures set forth in document G/SCM/39."

23. At its special meetings of 8 and 22 November and 13 December 2002 (G/SCM/M/44), and 13 and 19 December 2002 (G/SCM/M/45), the Committee continued its consideration of the requests for extensions of the transition period, pursuant to Article 27.4, in respect of certain export subsidy programmes of twenty-one Members. 
, and of the reservations of rights, pursuant to the procedures in G/SCM/39, by four Members listed in Annex VII(b)
.  On 22 November, and 13 and 19 December 2002, during its special meetings, the Committee granted certain of the requested extensions for calendar year 2003 (G/SCM/M/44 and G/SCM/M/45).  Extensions granted on the basis of the procedures in G/SCM/39 can be found in the following documents:  Antigua and Barbuda (G/SCM/50-51); Barbados (G/SCM/52-56); Belize (G/SCM/57-60); Costa Rica (G/SCM/61-62); Dominica (G/SCM/63); Dominican Republic (G/SCM/64); El Salvador (G/SCM/65); Fiji (G/SCM/66-68); Grenada (G/SCM/69-71); Guatemala (G/SCM/72-74); Jamaica (G/SCM/75-78); Jordan (G/SCM/79); Mauritius (G/SCM/80-83); Panama (G/SCM/84-85); Papua New Guinea (G/SCM/86); St. Lucia (G/SCM/87-89); St. Kitts and Nevis (G/SCM/90); St. Vincent and the Grenadines (G/SCM/91); and Uruguay (G/SCM/92).  Extensions granted on the basis of the procedures in G/SCM/39 and the language in paragraph 10.6 of the Implementation Decision can be found in the following documents:  Colombia (G/SCM/93-94).  Extensions granted on the basis of Article 27.4 alone can be found in the following documents:  Barbados (G/SCM/95-98); El Salvador (G/SCM/99); Panama (G/SCM/100); and Thailand (G/SCM/101-102)

B.
Committee's review of transparency and standstill obligations in the decisions 
in G/SCM/50-102 relating to the Article 27.4 process (extension of export subsidy 
transition period of certain Members' eligible programmes)

24. At its May 2003 regular meeting, the Committee agreed on the deadlines for the submission of notifications (30 June 2003) and questions (1 September 2003) and answers (6 October 2003) for the Committee's review of transparency and standstill obligations in the decisions adopted by the Committee in November and December 2002 relating to the extension for calendar year 2003 of the transition period for certain Members' export subsidy programmes (G/SCM/50-102).  Those notifications were circulated in document series G/SCM/N/99.  Questions and answers were circulated in document series G/SCM/Q3.  

25. At its October 2003 regular meeting, the Committee conducted the transparency and standstill reviews provided for in the procedures in G/SCM/39 and in the decisions in G/SCM/50-102. The Committee completed the transparency and standstill reviews on the basis of the procedures in G/SCM/39 in respect of the decisions in G/SCM/50-66, G/SCM/68-85 and G/SCM/87-92, as well as the review, in relation to the extensions granted on the basis of Article 27.4 alone, pursuant to the decisions in G/SCM/95-102.  The meeting was suspended in respect of the Committee's transparency and standstill review, pursuant to the procedures in G/SCM/39, of the decisions pertaining to a programme of Fiji (G/SCM/67) and a programme of Papua New Guinea (G/SCM/86) and, pursuant to the procedures and paragraph 10.6 of the Implementation Decision, of the decisions pertaining to Colombia (G/SCM/93-94).

26. At its October 2003 regular meeting, the Committee also agreed on the deadlines for the submission of notifications (30 June 2004) and questions (1 September 2004) and answers (6 October 2004) for the Committee's 2004 review of transparency and standstill obligations.

c.

XII. Effect of Membership enlargement on trade remedies

28. This item was discussed at the October 2003 regular meeting of the Committee.  The following document, containing questions to the European Communities, was submitted:  G/ADP/W/435-G/SCM/W/526.  One Member expressed regret that written replies will not be provided in the form of an official WTO document.  The minutes of the meeting reflect the discussion, which included replies by the European Communities to the questions raised by Members (G/SCM/M/48).
