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REPORT (2007) OF THE COMMITTEE ON SUBSIDIES

AND COUNTERVAILING MEASURES

I. organization of the work of the committee

1. This Report covers the period since the Committee's last annual report (G/L/798), that is, 27 October 2006 to 25 October 2007.  During this period, the Committee held two regular meetings, on 26 April and 25 October 2007, and three special meetings, on 26 April, 12-13 July and 25 October 2007.
  Pursuant to the Committee's decisions at its regular meeting in October 1998, the OECD and the ACP Group were invited on an ad hoc basis to attend these meetings.  The Committee also held a number of informal meetings.  

2. As of the beginning of the review period, Mr. Keiya Iida (Japan) was Chair and Mr. Pablo Klein (Mexico) was Vice-Chair.  At the regular meeting held on 26 April 2007, the Committee elected Mr. Pablo Klein (Mexico) as Chair and elected Ms Astrid Holtan (Norway) as Vice-Chair.  

II. observership – international intergovernmental organizations

3. During the period under review, the requests of COMESA and the Gulf Organization for Industrial Consulting for observership in the Committee remained pending.  These requests are the subject of ongoing consultations among Members. 

III. permanent group of experts

4. The Committee is required by Article 24.3 of the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures ("SCM Agreement" or "Agreement") to establish a Permanent Group of Experts ("PGE").  The tasks assigned to the PGE by the Agreement are to provide assistance to a Panel, on request, with regard to whether a measure is a prohibited subsidy;  to provide a Member with confidential advisory opinions on the nature of any subsidy proposed to be introduced or currently maintained by that Member;  and to provide the Committee with advisory opinions on the existence and nature of any subsidy.  As of the beginning of the period under review, the members of the PGE were:  Mr. Yuji Iwasawa and Mr. Asger Petersen.  The Committee has not yet decided on the appointment of new members to succeed Mr. Hyung-Jin Kim, Mr. Terence P. Stewart, and Mr. Okan H. Aktan whose terms as members of the PGE expired in 2005, 2006 and 2007, respectively.  At the regular meeting of 25 October 2007, the Chairman announced his intention to hold informal consultations on this matter. 

IV. notification of subsidies

5. 2007 new and full notifications  In accordance with Article 25.1 of the Agreement and Article XVI of the GATT 1994, all Members were required to submit new and full notifications of subsidies by 30 June 2007.  As of 25 October 2007, twenty-three
 Members had submitted such notifications.  In addition, four Members had notified that they did not maintain any subsidies notifiable pursuant to these provisions.  These notifications may be found in document series G/SCM/N/155/...  A table indicating the status of 2007 notifications is reproduced in Annex A to this Report.  

6. The Committee decided at its meeting of 26 April 2007 that the procedures adopted in April 2005 for the review of the 2005 new and full notifications (G/SCM/117) would also apply to the review of the 2007 new and full notifications.  Pursuant to this decision, the Committee reviewed the 2007 notifications of Armenia, Honduras, Macao China and Nigeria at the special meeting held on 25 October 2007.  

7. 2005 new and full notifications  As of 25 October 2007, forty-one
 Members had submitted 2005 new and full subsidy notifications pursuant to Article 25 of the Agreement and Article XVI of the GATT 1994.  In addition, twelve Members indicated that they did not maintain any subsidies notifiable under these provisions.  These notifications may be found in document series G/SCM/N/123.  A table indicating the status of these 2005 new and full notifications is contained in Annex B to this Report.  

8. At the special meeting held on 26 April 2007, the Committee reviewed the 2005 full and subsidy notifications of Argentina, China, Chile, Honduras, Hong Kong China; Korea, Liechtenstein, New Zealand, Qatar, Singapore, Suriname, Swaziland, Thailand, Tunisia and Turkey.  The Committee reverted to the 2005 notifications of China, Korea, Qatar and Turkey at its special meeting of 25 October 2007.  
V. working party on subsidy notifications

9. The Working Party on Subsidy Notifications did not meet during the review period. 

VI. notification and examination of COUNTERVAILING duty laws and/or regulations

10. As of 25 October 2007, pursuant to Article 32.6 and in accordance with a decision by the Committee, eighty-seven
 Members had notified the Committee of their domestic countervailing duty legislation or made communications in this respect to the Committee (G/SCM/N/1 and Addenda).  Thirty-five Members had not, as yet, made notifications under Article 32.6 of the Agreement.  A table indicating the status of these notifications is reproduced in Annex C to this Report.  

11. At the regular meeting held on 26 April 2007, the Committee reviewed notifications regarding countervailing duty legislation of the European Communities, India, Mexico, New Zealand, Panama, Chinese Taipei and Turkey.  At the regular meeting of 25 October 2007, the Committee reviewed notifications of countervailing duty legislation submitted by Albania, Japan, Nigeria and the United States.  Written questions and answers regarding these notifications may be found in documents of the G/SCM/Q1/… series. 

VII. SEMI-ANNUAL REPORTS ON COUNTERVAILING ACTIONS

12. Notifications for 1 July-31 December 2006  As of 25 October 2007, five Members had notified countervailing actions taken during the period 1 July-31 December 2006.  Fifty Members had notified the Committee that they had not taken any countervailing duty action during this period.  Seventy Members had not submitted a notification.  These semi-annual reports were circulated in document series G/SCM/N/153.  The status of semi-annual reports is set out in Annex D to this Report. 

13. Notifications for 1 January-30 June 2007  As of 25 October 2007, six Members had notified countervailing actions taken during the period 1 January-30 June 2007.  Thirty-four Members had notified the Committee that they had not taken any countervailing action during this period.  Eighty-eight Members had not submitted a notification.  These semi-annual reports were circulated in document series G/SCM/N/162.  The status of semi-annual reports is set out in Annex D to this Report.

14. A table summarizing notifications of new countervailing duty actions taken by Members during the period 1 July 2006 to 30 June 2007 and measures in force as of 30 June 2007 is reproduced in Annex E to this Report.

VIII. REPORTS ON ALL PRELIMINARY OR FINAL COUNTERVAILING DUTY ACTIONS 

15. Pursuant to Article 25.11 of the Agreement, Members are to report to the Committee without delay all preliminary and final countervailing actions taken.  Guidelines for the information to be contained in these reports are set forth in G/SCM/3.  During the review period the Committee received reports of preliminary and final countervailing actions from Argentina, Canada, Chile, the European Communities, South Africa and the United States (G/SCM/N/150-152, 154, 156-158, 159/Rev.1, 161 and 164-166).  The Committee reviewed these reports of preliminary and final actions at its regular meetings in April and October 2007.

IX. TRANSITIONAL REVIEW OF CHINA 

16. In accordance with Paragraph 18 of the Protocol of Accession of the People's Republic of China to the WTO (WT/L/432), the Committee reviewed China's implementation of the Agreement at its regular meeting held on 25 October 2007.  The Committee agreed that its report to the Council for Trade in Goods would be prepared by the Chair on his own responsibility, and would take the form of a brief factual report, with references to the documents concerned, and attaching the portion of the minutes of the meeting which relate to the transitional review.

X. extensions under article 27.4 of the AGREEMENT of the transition period for the elimination of export subsidies 
17. The Committee held a number of informal meetings in the period May-July 2007 to continue the discussion on proposals made in April and June 2006 (G/SCM/W/535 and 537) for the extension until 2018 of procedures adopted at the Doha Ministerial Conference, which direct the Committee to extend through the end of 2007 the transition period for the elimination of export subsidies by certain developing country Members (G/SCM/39).  At a special meeting held on 12-13 July 2007, the Committee adopted a recommendation on this matter for consideration and adoption by the General Council (G/SCM/120
).  The General Council adopted this recommendation at its meeting of 27 July 2007 (WT/L/691). 

18. At its regular meeting of 25 October 2007, the Committee conducted a review of the transparency and standstill requirements provided for in G/SCM/39 and in decisions in documents G/SCM/50-92 and addenda.  Pursuant to the procedures adopted by the General Council on 27 July 2007 (WT/L/691), the Committee also agreed at that meeting to continue for calendar year 2008 the extensions of the transition period that the Committee had previously granted for calendar years 2003-2007.
  With respect to three Members which had not yet provided the documentation required by the General Council Decision (Antigua & Barbuda, Grenada and St. Vincent & the Grenadines), the Committee decided that the Chairman would request these Members to provide such documentation by the end of November 2007 and that, following receipt of that documentation, the Committee would hold a special meeting in 2007 to decide to continue the extensions of the transition period for the export subsidy programmes of these Members. 
XI. other items discussed during the period under review

19. In a communication dated 15 March 2007, the Europan Communities solicited information from Malaysia regarding certain schemes that inter alia provided for tax incentives to Malaysian companies investing abroad through certain deductions from their local taxable income.
  
20. At the regular meeting held on 25 October 2007, the European Communities expressed concerns regarding tax incentives provided by the United States in respect of exports of "B99" biodiesel and urged the United States to amend this measure so as to confine the availability of the tax advantage to domestic sales.  The United States indicated that the measure at issue was currently the subject of legislative proposals under consideration in the US Congress.
