2. The Committee took note of the draft periodic report (G/MA/SPEC/33).
3. The Committee took note of the status of submissions of HS96 documentation as set out in document G/MA/TAR/2/Rev.38.
4. The Committee considered the extension of the HS2002 waiver (G/MA/W/80 and G/MA/W/80/Add.1) and agreed to include Macao, China in the annex.  A revised version of the waiver was subsequently circulated in document G/MA/W/80/Rev.1.
5. The Committee suspended the consideration of the draft procedures for the introduction for the HS2007 changes to schedules of concessions using the CTS database (G/MA/W/81).  At its resumed meeting of 3 November 2006, the Committee considered a revised version of the procedures (G/MA/W/81/Rev.1) and agreed to forward them to the CTG.
6. The Committee suspended the consideration of the HS2007 draft waiver decision (G/MA/W/82).  At its resumed meeting of 16 October 2006, the Committee considered this draft waiver decision and agreed to forward a modified version to the CTG, which was circulated in document G/MA/W/82/Rev.1.
7. With reference to the modalities and operation of the Integrated Data Base, the Committee examined the status of IDB submissions on the basis of the document G/MA/IDB/2/Rev.24. The Secretariat reported on the status of processing of IDB submissions, use of IDB information, the status of software development and technical assistance.
8. The Secretariat reported on the status of work regarding the introduction of HS2002 changes to schedules of concessions using the CTS database.
9. The Committee conducted the transitional review under Paragraph 18 of the Protocol of Accession of the People's Republic of China.  Questions/comments to China were submitted by the European Communities (G/MA/W/79), Japan (G/MA/W/77) and the United States (G/MA/W/78).  China submitted the information required by Annex I of its Protocol of Accession in document G/MA/W/83.  The Committee's report to the CTG on the review will be circulated as document G/MA/194.
10. The Committee considered it Draft Report (2006) to the Council for Trade in Goods (G/MA/SPEC/34).
11. The Committee elected Mr. Fakhry Hazimeh (Jordan) as its Vice-Chair for 2006.
12. Under other business, the Committee took note that the next meeting of 2007 was scheduled for Spring.  In addition, the Chairman noted that Committee had receive that day a request from the African Union to have access to the IDB and CTS database, and indicated that he would convene an additional meeting to consider it.  This request was circulated (G/MA/W/84) and approved by the Committee at its meeting of 3 November 2006.
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
