The following communication, dated 12 May 1998, has been received from the Permanent Mission of Bolivia.

The Permanent Mission of Bolivia to the International Organizations at Geneva presents its compliments to the WTO Market Access Division and transmits herewith some comments by the Bolivian authorities resulting from the examination of Schedule LXXXIV.


In tariff subheading 0102 90 10 – for fighting, the figure 40 per cent in column 3, rate of duty should read 30 per cent because the binding for this product is 30 per cent.


In subheading 0206 30 00 – of swine, fresh or chilled, 40 per cent, in column 5, initial negotiating right (INR) for the concession, add NZ (New Zealand).


In subheading 0402 29 – other, nothing should appear in columns 3, 5 and 6 because no preference has been given for all this subheading;  for item 0402 29 90 00 – other, add 40 per cent in column 3, UE, NZ, US, CA (column 5) and BO/89 (column 6).


In subheading 4408 10 – coniferous, nothing should appear in columns 3, 5 and 6 because no concession was granted for this subheading.
