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SUBSIDIES

Request to the Secretariat from the UNITED STATES 
Regarding the Export Competitiveness of Textile 
and Apparel Exports from INDIA


The following communication, dated 24 February 2010, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of the United States.

The following request is pursuant to Article 27.6 of the Agreement on Subsidies and Countervailing Measures (the SCM Agreement).  The United States has reason to believe that India has met the definition of "export competitiveness", as defined in Article 27.6 of the SCM Agreement, for certain products.  

Therefore, the United States requests that the Secretariat undertake a computation of the export competitiveness of textile and apparel exports from India, in accordance with Article 27.6 of the SCM Agreement, as described below.  

(a) 
The products for which a request is being made include all products under Harmonized System (HS) Nomenclature Chapters 50-63.  

(b) 
It is requested that the computation be made at both the "section" level (i.e., Section XI, Textiles and Textile Articles, chapters 50-63 as a whole) and the "heading" level (i.e., the four-digit HS level).  

(c) 
It is requested that the export competitiveness computation be performed for 1996 and each subsequent calendar year and that the results be made available as soon as possible.
