Pursuant to the above-referenced provisions of the Agreement on Safeguards, and in light of the agreed format for notifications (G/SG/1, 1 July 1996), the United States provides the following notifications to the Committee on Safeguards.

Provide a precise description of the product involved. Wheat gluten, provided for in subheadings 1109.00.10 and 1109.00.90 of the Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the United States (HTSUS).

Provide a precise description of the proposed measure.  The measure is a quantitative limitation on imports of wheat gluten, for a period of just over three years.  The amount of the limitation represents the average of total imports for crop years ending 30 June 1993, 30 June 1994, and 30 June 1995 (including imports from countries, listed below, that are excluded from the limitation).  Shares of the quantitative limitation are allocated based on relative import shares during the same 3-year period, and are as follows:
