Labelling Requirements for Snack Foods (ICS:  67.040) 

The Thai FDA is proposing the adoption and endorsement by the Public Health Minister on this proposed measure whereby all comments from stakeholders, both inside and outside the country, have been taken into consideration.  The proposed measure has been modified as follows: 

1. The title of the measure is changed to "Labelling Requirements for Certain Finished Foods" as "snack" could not describe the actual behaviour of the consumer.
2. Snack foods, other than 5 items, will no longer be determined by the Thai FDA but by the Public Health Minister who shall give its endorsement, if justified, at a later stage.
3. Traffic light symbols for nutrient content are withdrawn from the proposed measure for review in the future.
4. The warning message on the food label is modified to "Should consume less, and take exercise for better health" so as to encourage consumer awareness on the importance of exercise.
