	Description of content:  This draft Commission Regulation sets minimum energy performance requirements for simple set top boxes (SSTB). The SSTB is a device with the primary aim of converting Free-to-Air digital broadcasting signals into analogue signals suitable for TVs adapted to the reception of solely analogue signals. Due to the shift in the EU to digital broadcasting in the next 8 years the stock and sales of these devices as well as the associated energy consumption will sharply rise. As there exists a cost-effective potential to limit this energy consumption, the draft regulation sets requirements for the energy performance of SSTBs in active and standby modes. In accordance with Framework Directive 2005/32/EC products not meeting these requirements will not be allowed to be placed on the internal market.
