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Committee on Budget, Finance and Administration


recommendations of the meetings held on 18 and 30 october, 

11, 20, 22, and 28 november, and 3 and 6 december 2002

I. financial matters: director-general’s budgetary and financial report for 2001 and report of the external auditor thereon; divisional reporting on objectives and expenditures for 2001 and report on extra-budgetary funds for 2001

1. The Committee took note of the reports and recommends to the General Council to approve the transfer between WTO budgetary sections as mentioned in paragraph 29 of documents WT/BFA/W/72 amounting to CHF 4,826,123 and between Appellate Body budgetary sections as mentioned in paragraph 42 amounting to CHF 46,502, which are necessary in order to cover excess expenditure over approved appropriations.

2. The Committee further recommends that the General Council approves the audited accounts for 2001 and conveys to the external auditor their thanks for the valuable assistance provided in the audit of these accounts.

II. INTERNATIONAL TRADE CENTRE UNCTAD/WTO

3. The Committee on Budget, Finance and Administration endorsed the following approach: (i) the WTO would not include a provision for ITC expenditure for translation into Arabic and Chinese of JAG documents in the 2003 Budget, (ii) the WTO would indicate to ITC that the WTO would leave the decision on the issue to the UN, and (iii) in line with the agreement with the UN on cost sharing of ITC expenditure, the WTO would cover half of the costs arising from any such decision, effective from the date of coming into force of such decision.
4. The Committee recommends to the General Council that in light of the above approach it approves the budget for 2003 of the International Trade Centre UNCTAD/WTO in the amount of CHF 31,038,000.  With miscellaneous income being estimated at CHF 290,000, the amount to be provided to the Centre in 2003 budget of the WTO represents CHF 15,374,000. 
III. survey of salaries and allowances

5. The Committee makes the following recommendations to the General Council on staff pay for 2003: 

Pending a review by the BFA Committee of methodologies for future pay adjustments, to be completed by 31 March 2003 the following interim measures should be adopted:

a. An increase in salaries of 4%, of which 3% would be payable from 1 January 2003, and the remaining 1% from 1 July 2003. 

b. Such further adjustment as is necessary from 1 July 2003 to restore parity with equivalent grades in the UN for all WTO employees in the light of the results of the current review of UN professional staff salaries. 

The above-mentioned review of methodologies will cover:

c. The annual cost-of-living adjustment;

d. Three year pay reviews as foreseen in Staff Regulation 6.2.

In the review, the Committee will be guided by the compensation philosophy in WT/L/282 of 21 October 1998, that the WTO should be able to attract and retain staff of requisite calibre.  It will examine inter alia the comparators in the present COLA system, UN salary movements, the methodology set out in document WT/BFA/W/80, the impact of introduction of the performance related pay system and all other factors which may be relevant to fulfilling the overall aims of the review: 

· a smooth and more predictable evolution in staff salaries and benefits in the future,

· to ensure that, over a given period,  WTO salaries and benefits in aggregate remain at least at the level of those in the UN system,

· to achieve all other relevant objectives in documents WT/L/282 and WT/L/269 of October and April 1998 respectively.

6. The Committee recommends that the General Council approve this approach and agree, on the basis of a further recommendation to the General Council, that the methodology arising from the review be applied from 1 January 2004.

7. One Member reserved his position with regard to the adoption of the above recommendation on the survey of salaries and allowances until the next General Council meeting as he had not received instruction from his capital.

IV. doha development agenda global trust fund 2003

8. Pursuant to paragraph 40 of the Ministerial Declaration adopted at the Fourth Session of the WTO Ministerial Conference
, the Committee recommends to the General Council that:

a) The target level of resources in the Doha Development Agenda Global Trust Fund (DDAGTF) be set at CHF 24 million for 2003;

b) The purpose of the DDAGTF be in 2003 to finance the implementation of the Co-ordinated WTO Secretariat Annual Technical Assistance Plan (WT/COMTD/W/104/Rev.2, its addendum 1/Rev.2 and its addendum 2) and activities of the Training Institute not financed by the WTO regular budget (WT/COMTD/W/103), as authorised by the CTD;

c) Members be reminded that, according to the terms of reference of the DDAGTF approved by the General Council on 19-20 December 2001, actual contributions equivalent to 25% of the target amount (i.e. CHF 6 million) should be received in the WTO bank account by 31 December 2002;

d) In this context, Members be informed that, in the absence of new contributions before the year end, it is now anticipated that the DDAGTF will show a balance at the end of 2002 of approximately CHF 2 million, just enough to finance the activities scheduled in January and part of February; as regional activities have to be planned and organised at least two months in advance, the shortage of liquidity in the DDAGTF could lead to delays in the implementation of the technical assistance activities early in 2003;

e) Governments be urged to make financial contributions in a manner which would preserve the global nature of the programme and facilitate the management and reporting with a view to greater transparency (i.e. making un-earmarked contributions and limiting the degree of constraints in earmarked contributions); a table presenting existing pledges for 2003 is attached in Annex A for Members’ information. 

V. WTO SECRETARIAT AND THE APPELLATE BODY AND ITS SECRETARIAT

Budget estimates for 2003

9. The Committee submits to the General Council for consideration and approval the following draft resolution on the expenditure of the World Trade Organization in 2003 and the ways and means to meet such expenditure.
DRAFT RESOLUTION ON THE REVISED EXPENDITURE OF THE
WORLD TRADE ORGANIZATION IN 2003 AND THE WAYS
AND MEANS TO MEET SUCH EXPENDITURE
The General Council,

HAVING CONSIDERED,


the Estimates of expenditure of Secretariat of the World Trade Organization for 2003 (CHF 151,983,150 ), and for the Appellate Body and its Secretariat for 2003 (CHF 2,971,200 ) amounting to a total of CHF 154,954,350 as set forth in the schedules annexed to this Resolution.

RESOLVE that,

1.
The financing of the amount of CHF 154,954,350 with regard to the Secretariat of the WTO and the Appellate Body and its Secretariat referred to above shall be as follows:

(a)
by contributions from Members, on the basis of a minimum contribution of 0.015 per cent, in the amount of CHF 153,800,000 (Schedule II);  and

(b)
by miscellaneous income estimated at CHF 1,154,350 (Schedule III).

2.
The contributions of the Members shall be assessed in accordance with the attached scale of contributions.  Contributions from Members in respect of the 2003 budget are considered as due and payable in full as at 1 January 2003.

10. The Committee also recommends that the General Council take note of the Committee’s intention to study, on the basis of a paper from the Secretariat, the feasibility of a move to a biennial budgeting and to make recommendation in that respect to the General Council in the first quarter of 2003.

11. One Member reserved his position with regard to the adoption of the above recommendation on the Budget Estimates for 2003 until the next General Council meeting as he had not received instruction from his capital.
