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Committee on Budget, Finance and Administration


recommendations of the meetings held on 6, 11, 17, 19, 20, 26 and 27 november, and 4 and 5 december 2003

I. INTERNATIONAL TRADE CENTRE UNCTAD/WTO

1. The Committee recommends to the General Council that the budget for 2004 of the International Trade Centre UNCTAD/WTO be approved in the amount of CHF 32,014,300.  With miscellaneous income being estimated at CHF 235,500, the amount to be provided to the Centre in the 2004 budget of the WTO represents CHF 15,889,400.

2. The Committee recommends to the General Council that the budget for 2005 of the International Trade Centre UNCTAD/WTO be approved in the amount of CHF 32,254,100.  With miscellaneous income being estimated at CHF 235,500, the amount to be provided to the Centre in the 2005 budget of the WTO represents CHF 16,009,300.

II. doha development agenda global trust fund 2004

3. Pursuant to paragraph 40 of the Ministerial Declaration adopted at the Fourth Session of the WTO Ministerial Conference
, the Committee recommends to the General Council that:

a) The target level of resources in the Doha Development Agenda Global Trust Fund (DDAGTF) be set at CHF 24 million for 2004;

b) The purpose of the DDAGTF be in 2004 to finance the implementation of the Technical Assistance and Training Plan (WT/COMTD/W/119/Rev.2 and its addendum), as authorised by the CTD; a table presenting the estimated cost of the Plan is attached in Annex A for Members’ information
;

c) Members be reminded that, according to the terms of reference of the DDAGTF approved by the General Council on 19-20 December 2001, actual contributions equivalent to 25% of the target amount (i.e. CHF 6 million) should be received in the WTO bank account by 31 December 2003;

d) In this context, Members be informed that, in the absence of new contributions before the year end, it is now anticipated that the DDAGTF will show a balance at the end of 2003 of approximately CHF 7 million; as regional activities have to be planned and organised at least two months in advance, this will allow the Secretariat to start early in 2004 implementing the technical assistance and training activities included in the Plan;

e) Members be urged to pledge additional contributions to the DDAGTF up to the 2004 target level in order to ensure a stable and solid financial basis for WTO technical assistance and training; Members be also informed that existing pledges in the DDAGTF for 2004 stood on 30 November 2003 at CHF 4.4 million (a table presenting existing pledges for 2004 is attached in Annex B for Members’ information);

f) Governments be urged to make financial contributions in a manner which would preserve the global nature of the programme and facilitate the management and reporting with a view to greater transparency (i.e. making un-earmarked contributions and limiting the degree of constraints in earmarked contributions).

III. new annexe building for the wto

4. Having examined document WT/BFA/SPEC/104 and following the authorization of the General Council to launch, in cooperation with the Swiss authorities a draft project study aimed at producing a building plan for a new annexe building for the WTO (WT/GC/M/72), the Committee recommends to the General Council that the “Golden eye” project be produced in liaison with the Swiss authorities, bearing in mind the overall envelope of CHF 50 million.

IV. WTO SECRETARIAT AND THE APPELLATE BODY AND ITS SECRETARIAT

Budget estimates for 2004

5. The Committee submits to the General Council for consideration and approval the following draft resolution on the expenditure of the World Trade Organization in 2004 and the ways and means to meet such expenditure.
DRAFT RESOLUTION ON THE REVISED EXPENDITURE OF THE
WORLD TRADE ORGANIZATION IN 2004 AND THE WAYS
AND MEANS TO MEET SUCH EXPENDITURE
The General Council,

HAVING CONSIDERED,


The Estimates of expenditure of Secretariat of the World Trade Organization for 2004 (CHF 157,060,700 ), and for the Appellate Body and its Secretariat for 2004 (CHF 4,715,800 ) amounting to a total of CHF 161,776,500 as set forth in the schedules I, III and IV annexed to this Resolution.

RESOLVE that,

1.
The financing of the amount of CHF 161,776,500 with regard to the Secretariat of the WTO and the Appellate Body and its Secretariat referred to above shall be as follows:

(a)
by contributions from Members, on the basis of a minimum contribution of 0.015 per cent, in the amount of CHF 160,560,000 (Schedule III);  and

(b)
by miscellaneous income estimated at CHF 1,216,500 (Schedule IV).

2.
The contributions of the Members shall be assessed in accordance with the attached scale of contributions.  Contributions from Members in respect of the 2004 budget are considered as due and payable in full as at 1 January 2004.

Budget estimates for 2005

6. The Committee bearing in mind (i) the guidelines on biennial budgeting (WT/BFA/W/105/Rev.1) approved by the General Council (WT/GC/M/82) and including the reference to revisions to the second year of the biennium
 and (ii) the point of view expressed by Members in the Committee that a review of the 2005 budget would be necessary especially in view of the uncertainty surrounding the workload for 2005, recommends to the General Council for consideration and approval the following draft resolution on the expenditure of the World Trade Organization in 2005 and the ways and means to meet such expenditure.

DRAFT RESOLUTION ON THE EXPENDITURE OF THE
WORLD TRADE ORGANIZATION IN 2005 AND THE WAYS
AND MEANS TO MEET SUCH EXPENDITURE
The General Council,

HAVING CONSIDERED,


The Estimates of expenditure of Secretariat of the World Trade Organization for 2005 (CHF 162,034,400 ), and for the Appellate Body and its Secretariat for 2005 (CHF 4,769,800 ) amounting to a total of CHF 166,804,200 as set forth in the schedules II and IV annexed to this Resolution.

RESOLVE that,

1.
The financing of the amount of CHF 166,804,200 with regard to the Secretariat of the WTO and the Appellate Body and its Secretariat referred to above shall be as follows:

(a)
by contributions from Members, on the basis of a minimum contribution of 0.015 per cent, in the amount of CHF 165,580,000, and

(b)
by miscellaneous income estimated at CHF 1,224,200 (Schedule IV).

2. The contributions of the Members shall be assessed in 2004 based on the up-dated trade statistics in 2004 as foreseen in Regulation 12.3(b) of the revised Financial Regulations of the WTO, document WT/L/156/Rev.1.  Contributions from Members in respect of the 2005 budget are considered as due and payable in full as at 1 January 2005.

3. In accordance with Regulations 6 and 10 of the revised Financial Regulations of the WTO, any revision of 2005 budget estimates shall be submitted in 2004 to the Committee on Budget, Finance and Administration for its examination and formulation of recommendation for consideration by the General Council.

�  Annex A follows the presentation of the Plan in document WT/COMTD/W/119/Rev.1.  In its meeting on 27 November 2003, the CTD requested that the Regional Trade Policy Courses (currently in chapter II.A) and the Outreach activities (currently in chapter II.E) be presented in separate addenda.  These changes are cost neutral.  A second revision of the Plan will be issued as a result, but is not yet available whilst this document is being finalised.


� “…if it proves necessary due to unexpected changes in inflation rates and other elements (e.g. the levels of translation resources required to cope with a greater or lesser volume of documentation) when the biennial budget was approved …, the Committee would examine a Revision to the second year of the biennial budget prepared by the Director-General, which could propose increases, decreases or reallocations of resources for the second year, and make the appropriate recommendation to the General Council for approval. This flexibility might be particularly necessary in the first biennium.  This approach would also seem to provide the desired level of predictability while at the same time taking into account the considerations expressed by some Members...”  (WT/BFA/W/105/Rev.1).
