Already the products proposed for elimination from the Import Prohibition List in the first year of the schedule have been fully implemented with the 1998 Budget.  It is, therefore, expected that all items under prohibition for balance-of-payments reasons would be completely phased out with the year 2000 Budget, to be announced on or about 1 January 2000.


The revised three-year time schedule is a sign of flexibility and a demonstration of the Government's commitment to fulfil Nigeria's obligations in the WTO.
