Agreement under Article 21.3(b) of the DSU

The following communication, dated 7 January 2000, from the Permanent Missions of India and Turkey to the Chairman of the Dispute Settlement Body, is circulated in accordance with Article 21.3(b) of the DSU.

Pursuant to Article 21.3(b) of the Understanding on Rules and Procedures Governing the Settlement of Disputes (DSU), the Government of India and the Government of Turkey have reached a mutual agreement with respect to the reasonable period of time for Turkey’s implementation of the recommendations and rulings of the Panel and Appellate Body in "Turkey - Restrictions on Imports of Textile and Clothing Products" (WT/DS34/R and WT/DS34/AB/R) adopted by the Dispute Settlement Body (DSB) on 19 November 1999.  A copy of the agreement, through an exchange of letters between our governments, is enclosed.


We kindly request that you circulate this letter and its enclosures to the Members to the DSB.

Dear Ambassador,


Desiring to reach mutual agreement in connection with the above-referenced matter, and on the understanding that, not later than by the close of the reasonable period of time, Turkey will fully comply with the rulings and recommendations of the Dispute Settlement Body of the World Trade Organization adopted at its meeting on 19 November 1999 in "Turkey - Restrictions on Imports of Textile and Clothing Products" (WT/DS34), the Government of India and the Government of Turkey (the "Parties") agree as follows:

1. Without prejudice to the other provisions of this agreement and the rights that either of the Parties may have or acquire under the DSU, the Parties hereby mutually agree, pursuant to Article 21.3(b) of the Understanding on Rules and Procedures Governing the Settlement of Disputes (the "DSU"), that the reasonable period of time shall expire on 19 February 2001.

2.
Turkey confirms that, as of the date of this agreement, Turkey maintains quantitative restrictions on only 19 categories of textile and clothing products’ imports from India (the "items") that it notified to the World Trade Organization in [G/TMB/N/308 and 326].  Those 19 items are listed in Annex A to this letter, which constitutes an integral part of this agreement.  Turkey shall refrain from making more restrictive the import arrangements affecting any of the items.

3.
Turkey shall increase the size of the quotas from India, for the year 2000 by 50% over the year-2000 levels published in Turkey’s Official Gazette (No. 23892 dated 30 November 1999), and for the remaining part of the reasonable period of time by 50% over the year 2001 levels, on a pro rata basis, on the following items:

I have the honour to acknowledge receipt of your letter of today’s date and the accompanying Annex.


The text of your letter reads as follows:


"Desiring to reach mutual agreement in connection with the above-referenced matter, and on the understanding that, not later than by the close of the reasonable period of time, Turkey will fully comply with the rulings and recommendations of the Dispute Settlement Body of the World Trade Organization adopted at its meeting on 19 November 1999 in "Turkey - Restrictions on Imports of Textile and Clothing Products" (WT/DS34), the Government of India and the Government of Turkey (the "Parties") agree as follows:

2. Without prejudice to the other provisions of this agreement and the rights that either of the Parties may have or acquire under the DSU, the Parties hereby mutually agree, pursuant to Article 21.3(b) of the Understanding on Rules and Procedures Governing the Settlement of Disputes (the "DSU"), that the reasonable period of time shall expire on 19 February 2001.

2.
Turkey confirms that, as of the date of this agreement, Turkey maintains quantitative restrictions on only 19 categories of textile and clothing products’ imports from India (the "items") that it notified to the World Trade Organization in [G/TMB/N/308 and 338].  Those 19 items are listed in Annex A to this letter, which constitutes an integral part of this agreement. Turkey shall refrain from making more restrictive the import arrangements affecting any of the items.

3.
Turkey shall increase the size of the quotas from India, for the year 2000 by 50% over the year-2000 levels published in Turkey’s Official Gazette (No. 23892 dated 30 November 1999), and for the remaining part of the reasonable period of time by 50% over the year 2001 levels, on a pro rata basis, on the following items:
