We believe that observer status at the Ministerial Conference at this crucial moment in Palestinian history would provide significant benefits on our difficult way to economic recovery, integration into the multilateral trading system and ultimately membership in the WTO.  Participation at this Ministerial Conference as an observer, we believe, will provide us the opportunity to be exposed to the dynamics of the multilateral trading system and trade negotiations.  It will also dovetail with, and significantly contribute to, our on-going efforts in formulating a comprehensive trade policy for Palestine.

I trust that you would transmit this request for the consideration of the General Council at the earliest convenient date and that this request would be accorded the highest consideration by all WTO Members.
