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The following communication, dated 6 March 2003, has been received from the Permanent Delegation of the European Commission.

_______________


WTO Members will find attached a revised version of document G/C/W/442 of 4 December 2002. The document has been updated to provide a more complete picture of recent and forthcoming technical assistance provided by the EC and its Member States in the field of trade facilitation. In particular, further information has been given regarding programmes with ACP Countries and additional programmes by Member States have been included. The EC will continue to update this information periodically.

_______________

I. trade-related  assistance for trade facilitation in the DDA


As decided by Ministers in Doha and as has been underlined by all WTO members participating in the Trade Facilitation work programme under the CTG, the question of trade-related  assistance is an integral part of the work on trade facilitation under the DDA.


The EU has, throughout the process on trade facilitation – both prior to as well as following Doha  - wanted to take this dimension into account. In its three submissions on Trade Facilitation under the DDA (on Articles V, VIII and X), the EU has addressed the issue of how to ensure trade-related  assistance for the implementation of any new commitments that may result from the work.


The EU has also, in an earlier submission to the WTO, addressed the issue of TRA in a horizontal manner
. In that document it suggested to base the work within the WTO along the following lines: 

· Sharing of information and closer co-ordination on ongoing technical assistance for trade facilitation (domestic efforts, bilateral donor assistance, regional activities, private sector participation, and assistance from international institutions).

· Demand driven needs assessments: identification by the developing country of its technical assistance needs via a dialogue with donors. Ownership by the recipients country is key to success of this process.

· Provision of assistance on the basis of the request made by recipients. This should take the form of a more co-ordinated response by relevant multilateral and bilateral donors according to their areas of expertise and their own programme plans. Programmes may be very specific or part of much broader efforts for trade development (as exemplified by the projects listed in the attached table)

· Monitoring and evaluation: regular information on the evolution of programmes and  monitoring of overall progress achieved.

II. The integration of trade-related assistance for trade facilitation in the EU's development co-operation


As part of its efforts to respond to the need for TRA for trade facilitation, the EU is currently funding a number of projects related to trade facilitation around the world and will continue to do so in the future. Trade-related  assistance has been designated as one of the priority areas for the EU's development co-operation over the next six years and the TRA dimension has been integrated in all the relevant levels of decision-making on how to allocate funds – thus providing long-term security for the possibility of developing countries to avail themselves of EU development aid for trade facilitation purposes, if they so wish.


In its Communication on Trade and Development of 18 September 2002
, the Commission spells out how the EC will respond to the call in the DDA for increased Trade-related Technical Assistance and Capacity Building. The basis for all development assistance of the EC are its Country and Regional Strategy Papers (CSPs and RSPs), which provide an analysis of the development situation in each developing country and region, with which the Community has development relations, and which identify areas that are in need of assistance. These CSPs and RSPs are the basis for the identification – jointly by the EC and the recipient country – of priority areas and sectors to which Community assistance will be allocated. The allocations are laid down in more precise financial terms in National and Regional Indicative Programmes. 


The Commission is now assessing, together with developing country partners, the level of flexibility that exists within the existing Strategy Papers and Indicative Programmes, so as to use that flexibility to re-orient more assistance to trade-related  needs, where so desired. During the mid-term reviews of the CSPs and RSPs, which are due to start in the second half of 2003, the Commission will systematically raise with the recipient countries the possibility to further integrate trade in development policies and strategies, with a view to re-allocating financial resources to supporting developing countries in their trade mainstreaming efforts.

III. Overview over EU funded Trade facilitation activities


In order to inform other WTO members of the activities of the EU in this field, WTO Members will find attached two documents.


First, a table on "Technical Assistance Programmes and Projects provided by the EC and its Member States in the field of WTO – DDA Trade Facilitation negotiations", which provides an overview of ongoing trade-related  assistance activities for trade facilitation. It should be noted that the attached table represents work in progress. It is a partial first list, which does not fully cover all relevant existing or future activities. It should also be noted that the definition of trade facilitation, in technical assistance programmes, is of course traditionally wider than customs and border crossing measures, and broader than the subject-matter of GATT Articles V, VIII and X. The assistance for trade facilitation listed in the table therefore also covers measures relating to, for example, the improvement of port infrastructure, cargo logistics, or services to exporters, thus going beyond the scope of GATT Articles V, VIII and X. The EU notes furthermore that in many cases trade facilitation is part of a wider programme of trade-related  technical assistance and that only at a later stage in the programming is a decision taken – conjointly by the EU and the recipient country – as to what proportion of a programme and its funding will be devoted to trade facilitation. 


The EU will periodically update this table to ensure that it includes relevant programmes of an infrastructure nature, relevant information from the Members States, and programmes to be agreed in the future. 


Second, we attach a paper entitled "Trade-related  Assistance Outline Project for Trade Facilitation". This document provides guidance and information on the substance and technical assistance in the field of trade facilitation to those most directly involved in the selection and administration of projects, i.e. EC delegations, country desks in the Commission's Directorate Generals and EuropAid TRTA co-ordinators. It is designed as a simple, standard guide to TRA in the field of trade facilitation to assist project officers to take decisions, which fit into the logic of trade facilitation in the WTO and to ensure coherence between work on the policy-making level and on the project identification and administration level.

TRADE RELATED ASSISTANCE

Outline Project for Trade Facilitation

Background

The purpose of this document is to give some guidance and information to EC delegations, country desks and EuropAid TRTA co-ordination on the substance of technical assistance in the field of trade facilitation.

 
“Trade facilitation” in the sense used in the WTO and in this document, refers to the simplification, standardisation and automation of trade procedures, in particular the import, export and transit requirements and procedures applied by customs and other agencies. 


The main focus of trade facilitation is customs reform, with introduction of simple requirements and new techniques in order to reduce the time it takes for imports and exports to be released. Modern customs techniques allow customs to better discharge their classical role of enforcing legislation, while at the same time minimising the burdens on normal flows of goods from legitimate traders. Inefficient and unnecessary import and export procedures impede trade flows. In an era of just in time logistics and integrated business procedures, and enormous growth in the volume of trade flows, modernisation and simplification of border controls is necessary to avoid trade bottlenecks. 


However, trade facilitation goes beyond customs, and implies simplification and coordination of procedures applied by other government agencies involved in management of imports and exports (e.g. regulatory, sanitary and phytosanitary inspections), as well as – potentially - other procedures linked to the trade and transport of goods such as transit rules, or banking and insurance facilities. Where necessary, and where budgets allow, trade facilitation programmes should be conceived and implemented across the range of customs, trade and transport logistics needs. 


Experience shows that developing countries who have successfully simplified and modernised their official trade procedures have: increased overall trade flows, both for exports and imports; enjoyed higher revenues from border tariff collection (due to increase in trade volume, and higher detection rates of fraud); rapidly amortised any initial capital costs involved in modernising procedures; and improved overall morale and efficiency of their customs administration. In some cases such trade facilitation programmes have been part of a wider programme of trade, economic and infrastructural reform and improvement. In most cases, infrastructure and hardware costs have been relatively limited and the key has been re-engineering of management techniques coupled with better training and conditions for customs services. Other benefits from taking trade facilitation measures include the incentives it creates for increased foreign direct investment, as it becomes easier for firms to import and export goods. European business federations have indicated that simple predictable customs procedures are one of the elements they take into account when evaluating potential hosts of their FDI. 


Trade Facilitation has been the subject of a work programme in the WTO for the past 4 years. At the WTO Ministerial Conference in Doha, Members agreed to launch negotiations on trade facilitation after the 5th ministerial conference as part of the Doha Development Agenda negotiations, subject to a decision on the modalities for such negotiations. This means that the trade round launched at Doha may result in new WTO provisions on trade facilitation. The provision of technical assistance – both to help developing countries participate in the negotiations, and to help them implement the results - is thus essential.  The rest of this document identifies in more detail some of the priorities for technical assistance to build capacity in this area, in furtherance of the Doha Development Agenda negotiations. 

DESCRIPTION OF THE PROJECT/ ACTIVITIES/ASSISTANCE PROGRAMMES

(a) General objective


The overall objective is to improve trade efficiency, in particular the speeding up of import and export processes, through:

· Application of WTO/GATT core principles to official trade procedures: transparency (availability of information, predictability, establishment of local inquiry point, due process); non-discrimination between consignments and traders based on the application of objective criteria and controls; and the principle of “proportionality” i.e. that control measures be both for legitimate purposes and as little trade restrictive as possible.

· Adhesion and adaptation to international standards to simplify trade transactions.

· Modernisation and simplification of customs and other government agency procedures. 

This third element implies notably:

· Simplification and reduction of trade data and documentation requirements, and their alignment with international standards.

· Reform of customs legislation and procedures. New customs techniques such as risk-assessment, post-entry audit and simplified procedures for authorised traders with a good track record of compliance. In some cases, improved implementation of the WTO Customs Valuation Agreement. These measures are often introduced in tandem with tariff restructuring or tax reform. 

· “Single window”: establishment of the principle that submission of data or other information requirements either at export or import be one time only and to a single agency (normally customs or a trade department), which will then ensure onward transmission of data to other relevant agencies.

· Streamlining of customs procedures for low value shipments or express shipments.
· Where automated systems are in place, introduction of remote filing and local clearance facilities: introduction by individual administrations of systems permitting the filing of customs and other documents at a location different from the port of export or arrival of the goods; electronic payment of tariffs and duties.
(b) Policy/legislative framework


Trade Facilitation is an area where assistance to developing countries to build capacity is crucial. Obviously any programme of assistance must be tailored to the conditions and needs of the recipient country, which can vary considerably. The successful implementation of technical assistance programmes generally requires several, if not all, of the following conditions, as regards the policy/legislative framework, to be fulfilled.

· Transparency and co-operation between donors and providers (bilateral donors, plus multilateral agencies notably the WTO, WCO, UNCTAD, World Bank), and partnership with the local and international private sector. The World Bank in particular has recently given new priority to trade facilitation and customs reform programmes within its trade and development programming, and this provides a basis for a coordinated approach with other participants.

· Strong political will at governmental level in the recipient country, to create ownership and ensure demand-driven design and implementation of programmes. Experience demonstrates that a “top down” commitment to reform is necessary since individual government agencies e.g. customs are rarely able to reform themselves through a “bottom up” approach alone.

· Establishment of a “national trade facilitation body” or other practical interface including customs, other governmental agencies, the business groups directly affected, business and consumers, in order to administer the introduction of new procedures and to maintain, review and continuously improve procedures in the light of experience and changing trade patterns.

· Assignment of a project leader and establishment of a project unit with sufficient resources, and use of communication and media to get support from all stakeholders and public opinion 

· Where applicable, conception and implementation of programmes at the regional level as an element in support of regional economic integration. 

· Introducing TF measures as part of a wider programme of trade and investment reform geared to economic development and poverty reduction.

· In designing programmes, it is recommended that identification missions use, as part of their identification process, the very useful diagnostic tools elaborated by the World Bank
 and the WCO Customs reform and Modernisation Programme.

(c)  Activities

The translation into concrete activities implies:

· Review, reduction, simplification and harmonisation of customs laws and procedures with international norms of data, documentation and management procedures, both for import, export and transit. The goal should be the establishment of a uniform customs code at the national level or at the level of a customs union, coupled with a single, simple customs declaration for import and export (this is the equivalent of the Single Admin Document being used by most of the ACP and now incorporated into Unctad's Asycuda programme). Such an exercise should include the review of the policy aims behind procedures and removal of unnecessary, burdensome or antiquated requirement or procedures. 
· Providing simple and efficient access to all relevant information through the establishment of enquiry points, trade desks, information bases or web-sites providing information on relevant laws, regulations, administrative guidelines, specific decisions of or having general application, information on customs and other agency processes, accessible to governments and traders on a non-discriminatory basis

· Introduction of principles of transparency, due process and non-discrimination across customs regulations and practices, including the setting up of a mechanism for appeals against customs decisions in line with GATT Article X and the relevant provisions of the WCO Kyoto Convention.

· Review and simplification of permitted fees and charges, which should be strictly tied to and commensurate with services provided to the trader.

· Assistance to introduce modern customs techniques (legislation based on international norms, procedures, practical management of borders) in order to make agency interventions as little trade restrictive as possible. The WCO Kyoto Convention (revised) provides a useful basis for this.

· Training of customs personnel in applying modern customs systems and techniques.

· Introduction of automated systems (e.g. EDI or XML
) to replace or complement paper-based procedures. Introduction of IT-based systems across customs (“e-customs”) and ultimately all other agencies involved in import and export administration, in order to provide single window to traders for data transmission.

· Measures to improve port management and cargo handling.

· Progressive phasing out of pre-shipment inspection systems where they exist coupled with modification of PSI contracts to provide for training of customs and transfer of expertise.
· Establishment or improvement of a permanent customs and private sector consultative interface within the country. One aspect of this should be the possibility of interested traders and federations to contribute to capacity building assistance in areas directly affecting them e.g. the electronic interface with customs, systems for compliance monitoring and the establishment of authorised traders. 

· Improvement of appropriate infrastructures (such as telecoms system, port handling facilities, transport links…) through adequate funding and foreign direct investment 

(d) Expected results

· Shortening of waiting time for goods in transit, customs release and clearance.

· Reduction of trade transaction costs for traders, especially for SMEs.

· Improved revenue collection and effectiveness of border controls.

· A more transparent and efficient regulatory climate for investors.

· Improvement of efficiency, morale and integrity of customs agencies.

· Improved relations between authorities involved in border control related activities and the business/trading community. 

· More rapid compliance with relevant WTO rules (existing or under negotiation).

� This identifies common or model objectives suitable for many programmes, it being understood that some objectives may be inappropriate for least developed countries, and that in any case the needs and conditions of each recipient inevitably varies. The objectives of individual programmes must obviously be geared to individual circumstances.


� A large number of international standards and instruments of trade facilitation exist and are applied unevenly by different countries. These include:


- WCO conventions (revised Kyoto convention on the simplification and harmonisation of customs procedures, Istanbul convention on temporary admission, harmonised system convention, other conventions and recommendations on temporary importation of packing, professional equipment, scientific equipment, pedagogical material, and goods for display or use at exhibitions or fairs).


- UN standards, e.g. the UN layout key for trade documents, the 28 trade recommendations of UN-ECE/CEFACT, UN EDIFACT rules for EDI and concerning the use of codes for the representation of data elements, UN-ECOSOC Council recommendation on facilitation measures related to international trade procedures).


- UNCTAD ICT-based tools such as ASYCUDA (computer software which supports customs reform and modernisation) and ACIS (logistics software that facilitates the control of cargo movements) as well as the Columbus declaration of UNCTAD.


- IMO (Maritime) and ICAO (Civil Aviation) conventions.


- ICC (International Chamber of Commerce) documents.
