In order to supply services, foreign service provider is required to be registered in FYROM as a sole proprietor, a trading company
, or as a branch. A representative office registered in FYROM cannot conduct business operations.

Natural persons being temporarily transferred to supply services through commercial presence in the territory of FYROM.  Intracorporate transferees are persons occupying senior managerial or executive positions.  This category also includes specialists - natural persons possessing high or uncommon qualifications or knowledge essential for the functioning of the company, which are important to the services that the company supplies, and who posses knowledge of the organization's services, research equipment, techniques or management.


For temporary stay of intracorporate transferees a temporary residence clearance is valid up to three years and is renewable upon request up to two years.

Business visitors


Natural persons who stay temporarily in FYROM in order to conclude the contract for the sale of a service on behalf of the enterprise they are employed or mandated for or participate in business meetings, fairs and other similar activities. Business visitors are persons not based in FYROM and receiving no remuneration from a source located in FYROM, who are engaged in activities related to representing a services supplier for the purpose of negotiating for the sale of the services of that supplier.  Those representatives cannot be engaged in making direct sales to the general public or in supplying services themselves.


The duration of temporary stay for business visitors is limited to 90 days with the possibility of renewal upon request.

Brokerage houses, closed investment funds, fund management companies and the Central Depository of Securities are to be established as joint-stock companies.


Brokerage houses must be established by at least two domestic or foreign legal or natural persons.  This limitation does not apply if the brokerage houses are established by a bank, saving house or an insurance company.


Only brokerage houses, banks, insurance companies and fund management companies can be founders of the Central Depository of Securities.  A single founder cannot hold more than 15% of shares.


Foreign legal and natural persons are not allowed to establish saving houses and exchange offices.

Scope
The following are definitions and principles on the regulatory framework for the basic telecommunications services.  

Definitions
Users mean service consumers and service suppliers.  

Essential facilities mean facilities of a public telecommunications transport network or service that


(a)
are exclusively or predominantly provided by a single or limited number of suppliers;  and


(b)
cannot feasibly be economically or technically substituted in order to provide a service.

A major supplier is a supplier which has the ability to materially affect the terms of participation (having regard to price and supply) in the relevant market for basic telecommunications services as a result of:


(a)
control over essential facilities;  or


(b)
use of its position in the market.

1.
Competitive safeguards
1.1
Prevention of anti-competitive practices in telecommunications

Appropriate measures shall be maintained for the purpose of preventing suppliers who, alone or together, are a major supplier from engaging in or continuing anti-competitive practices.

1.2
Safeguards

The anti-competitive practices referred to above shall include in particular:


(a)
engaging in anti-competitive cross-subsidization;  


(b)
using information obtained from competitors with anti-competitive results;  and


(c)
not making available to other services suppliers on a timely basis technical information about essential facilities and commercially relevant information which are necessary for them to provide services. 

2.
Interconnection
2.1
This section applies to linking with suppliers providing public telecommunications transport networks or services in order to allow the users of one supplier to communicate with users of another supplier and  to access services provided by another supplier, where specific commitments are undertaken.

2.2
Interconnection to be ensured

Interconnection with a major supplier will be ensured at any technically feasible point in the network.  Such interconnection is provided.


(a)
under non-discriminatory terms, conditions (including technical standards and specifications) and rates and of a quality no less favourable than that provided for its own like services or for like services of non-affiliated service suppliers or for its subsidiaries or other affiliates;


(b)
in a timely fashion, on terms, conditions (including technical standards and specifications) and cost-oriented rates that are transparent, reasonable, having regard to economic feasibility, and sufficiently unbundled so that the supplier need not pay for network components or facilities that it does not require for the service to be provided;  and


(c)
upon request, at points in addition to the network termination points offered to the majority of users, subject to charges that reflect the cost of construction of necessary additional facilities.

2.3
Public availability of the procedures for interconnection negotiations

The procedures applicable for interconnection to a major supplier will be made publicly available.

2.4
Transparency of interconnection arrangements

It is ensured that a major supplier will make publicly available either its interconnection agreements or a reference interconnection offer.

2.5
Interconnection:  dispute settlement

A service supplier requesting interconnection with a major supplier will have recourse, either:


(a)
at any time or


(b)
after a reasonable period of time which has been made publicly known to an independent domestic body, which may be a regulatory body as referred to in paragraph 5 below, to resolve disputes regarding appropriate terms, conditions and rates for interconnection within a reasonable period of time, to the extent that these have not been established previously.

3.
Universal service

Any Member has the right to define the kind of universal service obligation it wishes to maintain.  Such obligations will not be regarded as anti-competitive per se, provided they are administered in a transparent, non-discriminatory and competitively neutral manner and are not more burdensome than necessary for the kind of universal service defined by the Member.     

4.
Public availability of licensing criteria

Where a licence is required, the following will be made publicly available:


(a)
all the licensing criteria and the period of time normally required to reach a decision concerning an application for a licence  and


(b)
the terms and conditions of  individual licences.


The reasons for the denial of a licence will be made known to the applicant upon request.

5.
Independent regulators

The regulatory body is separate from, and not accountable to, any supplier of basic telecommunications services. The decisions of and the procedures used by regulators shall be impartial with respect to all market participants.

6.
Allocation and use of scarce resources

Any procedures for the allocation and use of scarce resources, including frequencies, numbers and rights of way, will be carried out in an objective, timely, transparent and non-discriminatory manner. The current state of allocated frequency bands will be made publicly available, but detailed identification of frequencies allocated for specific government uses is not required.

A foreign natural or legal person may, under  conditions of reciprocity, obtain a right to long-term lease of agricultural land on the territory of FYROM.

Measures based upon government-to-government framework agreements, and plurilateral agreements, on co-production of audiovisual works, which confer national treatment to audiovisual works covered by these agreements, in particular in relation to distribution and access to funding.
All countries with whom cultural co-operation may be desirable.
Indefinite
The aim of these agreements is to promote cultural links between the countries concerned.

Audiovisual services  - Production and distribution of audiovisual works through broadcasting or other forms of transmission to the public
Measures which define works of European origin in such a way as to extend national treatment to audiovisual works which meet certain linguistic and origin criteria regarding access to broadcasting or similar forms of transmission.
European countries

The measures aim, within the sector, to promote cultural values both within EC Member States, and with other countries in Europe, as well as achieving linguistic policy objectives.

Audiovisual Services - Production and distribution of television programmes and cinematographic works
Measures granting the benefit of any support programmes (such as Action Plan for Advanced Television Services, EURECA Audiovisuel, MEDIA or EURIMAGES) to audiovisual works, and suppliers of such works, meeting certain European origin criteria.
European countries

These programmes aim at preserving and promoting the regional identity of countries within Europe which have long standing cultural links.

The need for exemption is linked to the region characteristics of the road transport services and to the necessity to regulate traffic rights in and across the territory of FYROM and between FYROM and the countries concerned.

� Pursuant to Article 16 from the Law on Trading Companies:


A trading company is an association of two or more natural or legal persons that make monetary or non-monetary contributions or contribute rights in property which are used for joint operations and who share the profit or losses from such operations.    


A trading company shall be an independent and permanent legal person which undertakes activities for the purpose of realizing profit.   


A trading company may be incorporated by one person (company incorporated by a single person) as provided by this Law.  


The Law on Trading Companies, Article 18, offers the following forms of trading companies: 1) General Partnership; 2) Limited Partnership; 3) Limited Liability Company; 4) Joint-Stock Company; or 5) Limited Stock Partnership.


� Direct investments shall denote investments by an investor intending to establish lasting economic relations and/or to exercise right to run the trading company or any other legal person in which he had invested.  The following shall be deemed as direct investments: 


	(i)	incorporating a trading company or extending the basic capital of a trading company in full ownership of the investor, establishing subsidiary, or acquiring full ownership of the existing company;   


	(ii)	participation in a new or already existing trading company if the investor holds or acquires more than 10% share in the basic capital of the trading company, exceeding 10% of the voting rights;   


	(iii)	long-term loan with five or more years of maturity, when it is a matter of a loan from the investor intended for the trading company which is in his full ownership; and


	(iv)	long-term loan with five or more years of maturity, when it is a matter of a loan intended for establishing lasting economic relations if granted among persons associated in mutual economic venture.
