	Description of content:  This draft Commission Regulation sets mandatory requirements for no-load condition power consumption and average active efficiency of external power supplies, which become effective in two stages one year /two years after entry into force of the Regulation, respectively. The aim is to tap cost-effective improvement potentials to reduce the energy losses in external power supplies due to converting mains power to low voltage DC or AC power. The draft Regulation is based on the findings of a technical, environmental and economic study which has been carried out with stakeholders from around the world. Definitions and energy levels are largely in line with further initiatives as e.g. the federal US Energy Bill and the US Energy Star programme. In accordance with Framework Directive 2005/32/EC products not meeting these requirements will not be allowed to be placed on the internal market.
