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CONFIRMATION OF COMMITTEE DECISION AT 15 November 2000 meeting

Communication from Japan


The following communication, dated 17 November 2000, has been received from the Permanent Mission of Japan.

It is my pleasure to inform you that Japan, under the following understanding can now go along with the latest draft decision on the so-called interim action (with the word "urge" instead of "recommend") decided on an "ad referendum" basis at the 15 November meeting:


(a)
As this decision is not legally binding in nature, this decision does not prejudice the future discussion about whether aircraft ground maintenance simulators can be read under the current Article 1 of the Agreement on Trade on Civil Aircraft (hereafter "the Agreement"), and if not, how that article and other articles in the Agreement should be amended to legally include aircraft ground maintenance simulators in the product annex.


(b)
The term "aircraft ground maintenance simulator" in this decision means item 9023.00 only, and does not include its parts and/or components.


(c)
For reasons expressed in past meetings, Japan has difficulty in adding the reference to "aircraft ground maintenance simulators" in paras. 2 or 3 of the latest draft protocol (i.e. to include parts and/or components thereof) and our agreeing to the draft decision which includes references to "aircraft ground maintenance simulator" does not prejudice this position of ours.
