REFERENCE PAPER
Scope


The following are principals on the regulatory framework for the basic telecommunications services.

Definitions


Users mean service consumers and service suppliers.


Essential facilities mean facilities of a public telecommunications transport network or service that:

(a)
Are exclusively or predominantly provided by a single or limited number of suppliers; and 

(b)
Cannot feasibly be economically or technically substituted in order to provide a service.


A major supplier is a supplier which has the ability to materially affect the terms of participation (having regard to price and supply) in the relevant market for basic telecommunications services as a result of:

(a)
Control over essential facilities; or

(b)
Use of its position in the market.

Competitive safeguards
1.1
Prevention of anti-competitive practices in telecommunications

Appropriate measures shall be maintained for the purpose of preventing suppliers who, alone or together, are a major supplier from engaging in or continuing anti-competitive practices.

The anti-competitive practices referred to above shall include in particular:

Engaging in anti-competitive cross-subsidization;

(b)
Using information obtained from competitors with anti-competitive results; and

This section applies to linking with suppliers providing public telecommunications transport networks or services in order to allow the users of one supplier to communicate with users of another supplier and to access services provided by another supplier, where specific commitments are undertaken.

Interconnection with a major supplier will be ensured at any technically feasible point in the network.  Such interconnection is provided:

Under non-discriminatory terms, conditions (including technical standards and specifications) and rates and of a quality no less favourable than that provided for its own like services or for like services of non-affiliated service suppliers or for its subsidiaries or other affiliates;

(b)
In a timely fashion, on terms, conditions (including technical standards and specifications) and cost-oriented rates that are transparent, reasonable, having regard to economic feasibility, and sufficiently unbundled so that the supplier need not pay for network components or facilities that it does not require for the service to be provided; and

(c)
Upon request, at points in addition to the network termination points offered to the majority of users, subject to charges that reflect the cost of construction of necessary additional facilities.

Public availability of the procedures for interconnection for interconnection negotiations


The procedures applicable for interconnection to a major supplier will be made publicly available.

2.4
Transparency of interconnection arrangements

It is ensured that a major supplier will make publicly available either its interconnection agreements or a reference interconnection offer.

Interconnection:  dispute settlement

A service supplier requesting interconnection with a major supplier will have recourse, either:

(a)
At any time; or

(b)
After a reasonable period of time which has been made publicly known.


To an independent domestic body, which may be a regulatory body as referred to in paragraph 5 below, to resolve disputes regarding appropriate terms, conditions and rates for interconnection within a reasonable period of time, to the extent that these have not been established previously.

Universal service

Tajikistan has the right to define the kind of universal service obligation it wishes to maintain.  Such obligations will not be regarded as anti-competitive per se, provided they are administered in a transparent, non-discriminatory and competitively neutral manner and are not more burdensome than necessary for the kind of universal service defined by Tajikistan.

Public availability of licensing criteria

Where a licence is required, the following will be made publicly available:

All the licensing criteria and the period of time normally required to reach a decision concerning an application for a licence; and

The terms and conditions of individual licenses.

The reasons for the denial of a licence will be made known to the applicant upon request.

Independent regulators


The regulatory body is separate from, and not accountable to, any supplier of basic telecommunications services.  The decisions of and the procedure used by regulators shall be impartial with respect to all market participants.

6.
Allocation and use of scarce resources

Any procedures for the allocation and use of scarce resources, including frequencies, numbers and rights of way, will be carried out in an objective, timely, transparent and non-discriminatory manner.  The current state of allocated frequency bands will be made publicly available, but detailed identification of frequencies allocated for specific government uses in not required.

Enterprises involved in developing, manufacturing, repairing and trading of armaments, ammunition, explosives and special materials or equipment;

Scientific/production enterprises and facilities of the Academy of Sciences and the Academy of Agricultural Sciences;

State seed and livestock breeding or trial centres, farms and inspectorates;

Enterprises involved in air traffic and air traffic control;

23.
State regulatory agencies in the areas of communication and transport; and 

24.
Television or radio broadcast centres (excluding those that could be privatized based on the Decision of the Government of Tajikistan).

� There are three regimes of land use:  (i) perpetual; (ii) term; and (iii) lifelong inherited use.  Primary users obtain land for use from the State under one of these regimes.  For "perpetual" use land is provided with no pre-defined term of use.  For use with a "term" land is provided with a specific time of use.  Only a specified list of natural persons of the Republic of Tajikistan are eligible to obtain land for lifelong inherited use. 


� The recipient establishment may be required to submit a training programme covering the duration of the stay for prior approval, demonstrating that the purpose of the stay is for training.


� An advocate is a natural person, obtaining advocate's status in accordance with the Tajikistan  legislation. Only advocates are allowed to:


		-	carry out representation in criminal courts and Tajik arbitration tribunals;

� Express delivery services, in addition to significantly greater tariffs for delivery of written correspondence (i.e. letters, post cards), as well as high speed and greater reliability of delivery, may include other value added elements such as collection from point of origin, personal delivery to addressee, tracing and tracking, possibility of changing the destination and addressee in transit, confirmation of receipt.  Significantly greater tariffs for delivery of written correspondence are tariffs, which are more than five times higher in comparison with the basic public tariff of the national postal operator for a delivery of written correspondence in the first weight of the fastest standard category.


� "Telecommunications" means the transmission and reception of signals by any electromagnetic means.


� Broadcasting of television and/or radio programmes is defined as the uninterrupted transmission of signals required for the distribution of TV and radio programme signals to the general public, but does not cover contribution links between operators.


� For the purpose of transparency, "government" covers national, regional or local governmental bodies.


� For the purposes of transparency: this code includes CPC 5115 ("Site preparation work for mining").


� Foreign capital if invested in potentially privatized banks shall not be included in the computation of this ceiling (ratio).


� Including, inter alia, transportation of individual items, but without prejudice to commitments on the sector "Courier services".
