	Description of content:  This draft resolution establishes the maximum levels of tar, nicotine and carbon monoxide permitted in the mainstream of cigarette smoke and the prohibition of using additives in the manufacture of all tobacco products manufactured and commercialized in Brazil.
Article 3 (three) of the present resolution defines the maximum levels of carbon monoxide, nicotine and tar permitted in cigarette smoke. 

Article 4 (four) determines that it is prohibited to use any denomination in the package or in any advertising material of all tobacco products that may cause consumers to a misleading interpretation as to the content contained in these products, such as class, ultra low content, low content, soft, light, mild, moderate, high content, and others.  

Article 5 (five) prohibits the production and commercialization in the country of any smoking tobacco product that has in its composition the additives listed in Annex 1 of this Resolution.  
This Resolution will enter into force on the date of adoption. However articles 8 (eight) and 9 (nine) establish adequational periods. 

Article (8) eight establishes the maximum period of 4 (four) months from the date of publication of this Resolution for manufacturers and importers of tobacco smoking products to put into market packages that comply with the determinations of article 4 (four) of this Resolution. 

Article 9 (nine) establishes  the maximum period of 12(twelve) months from the date of publication of this Resolution for manufacturers and importers of tobacco smoking products to put into market products that comply with the determinations of article (5) of this Resolution. 

This Resolution is based on the WHO Framework Convention on Tobacco Control.    

This draft Resolution revokes Resolution RDC No. 46 March 28th 2001.
